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Nuclear Nightmares 
Nigel Calder 
Penquin 

Penguin books have become very 
predatory in these declining days of 

Western civilisation. They charge hard-back 
prices for their paper backs. They cash in 
unscrupulously on the latest sensations, reissuing 
John Reed's "Ten Days that Shook the World" 
as "the book of the film 'Reds' ", and cobbling 
together "The Book of Lech Walesa" with the 
speed of a hopped-up ferret. 

(We should not be startled by anything evil 
from publishers whose emblem is a penguin. 

Mr Calder agrees. "The US government 
repeatedly says that it does not want a 
'first-strike capability', yet goes on equipping 
itself with precisely the weapons it needs for 
that purpose." 

The situation is likt two cowboys in a 
Ronald Reagan 8i!fade movie. Either 

stands to gain by being the first to draw his 
gun. The concept of "deterrence·~ and "mutually 
assured destruction" breaks down without a tow 
truck in sight. 

The problem of nuclear proliferation is that 
deterrence does not even exist. When Israel has 
atomic weapons, and its neighbours do not, whal 
is to stop it using them? Its national survival 
might be in peril if it does not. 

0 nee a nation gets away with winning a 
war with its tactical warheads, they 

become recognised extensions of diplomacy; less 
resistance to using them next time. 

"Where else does nuclear deterrence fail?" 
asks my right brain, pen trembling, so you're 
lucky you don't have to read this in the original 
handwriting. 

In Europe, where NA TO plans to be the 
first to fire their nuclear arsenal in the 

defence of their countries. Otherwise they're 
simply too weak. "When the Americans first 
equipped their army in Europe with nuclear 
cannons and short range missiles, the NA TO 
ministers promptly halved the number of fighting 
men they thought they would need for their 
conventional forces to meet the supposed Soviet 
forces ... the essence of NATO strategy for 2 5 
years has been to make nuclear war as possible 
as can be." 

The theory is that Soviet-backed forces 
won't retaliate with tactical nuclear 

devices of their own, fearing US promises to 
throw its own weaponry down on an 
increasingly-scorched poker table. In fact, if they 
believe the US guarantees and fear this 
escalation, they should never invade at all, goes 
the theory. 

Thus does the umbrella of nuclear 
deterrence get stretched. Initially, it was 

a straight forward suicide pact of mutual 
obliteration - now it includes blackmail demands, 
protecting more and more from aggression, so 
long as each side believes the other has enough 
resolve to press the button on its doomsday 
machine. 

In the unforgiving logic we meet here, 
practically any action destabilises the 

symmetry and constitutes "aggression". To build 
up a civil defence programme is aggressive: by 
sheltering your population, you reduce your 
opponent's capability to kill them, which might 
trigger an attack. When your opponent is 
watching your missile sites through spy 
satenites, means to blind those spies, that's 
aggressive. 

"As long as nations seek to keep themselves 
secure behind early warning satellites and radars, 
they will be hyper-sensitive about the survival of 
the instruments and their associated 
communications links". So the titanic bluff of the 
deterrence umbrella is stretched over them. But 
the more a bluff covers, the greater the Penguins are vicious brates, eye-peckers, shaped 

like .Daleks; the occasional blue penguin we find 
on our beaches or swimming up our fiords is not 
a castaway but a spy, an infiltrator from the 

• temptation to call it. 

frozen continent Antarctica itself. .. but I digress). 

Hence now that Penguin have issueg Nigel 
_ Calder's "Nuclear Nightmares': an 

investigation of possible ways a nuclear war 
could be provoked, you can be sure it's a topical 
issue, and that many people are worried about it. 
You can be sure that a whole flood of books on 
similar subjects is in the pipeline 

Nigel Calder's qualifications and goorl 
sense are not in question. He's 

collaborated with the BBC to produce nine TV 
series, nine books, popularising different 
borderlines of science; this is the tOth. (His 
present subject is one he maybe cares about 
more than previous ones: relativity, sociology, the 
new geology ... "Relativity is almost as difficult 
as nuclear deterrence, but at least they don't 
roast your children if you flunk it"l It is not his 
job to exaggerate. 

So this review is partly a reply to Steven 
Young, who asked in a letter a few 

weeks ago that articles about the Trident 
submarine should have sources buttressing them. 
"Are le Trident missiles only suitable for 
retaliation in a nuclear war?" asks the right 
hemisphere of my brain; then it hands the pen to 
the left hemisphere, for it to answer. 

No. The Soviet Union has foolishly placed most 
of its warheads on land-based missiles. Now that 
the Trident missiles are accurate enough to 
destroy them in their silos, it makes sense to hit 
first and do so. Meanwhile, both sides develop 
better systems for tracking and destroying the 
other's submarines; one cannot depend on them 
surviving the first strike of a war to fire a 
retaliatory salvo. The US would place its 
warheads one or two at a time in small, elusive 
tubs if it intended only to retaliate. Instead it 
builds Ohio-class subs: carrying 240 war heads, 
large as a destroyer and a perfect target. 
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Well, the chickens are coming home to 
roost now, accompanied by a 1 O foot 

tall emperor penguin, twisted on drugs and 
thirsting for gore. There·~ no way out of the 
corner. If either superpower backs down a little, 
shows any sense, the other side might launch a 
small attack, hoping that the first won't make 
things worse all round by replying. It worsens 
the risk to seem less belligerent than ususal. 

Civilians change their minds too loosely to 
be allowed to vote on questions of 

nuclear strategy. "The preservation of 
western-style democracy may be a forlorn hope 
in a nation armed with nuclear weapons." 

I've done my best to compress a few of Nigel 
Calder's fears into this review. I'd like to say 
"Buy the book" but I can't do that, not while 
Penguin would rip you off to the tune of $ 5.95 
for it. But borrow it from a library, or my copy 
from the Canta office. Please. It is important. 

(What to do when nuclear war eventuates? I'm 
sure that Penguin have a handbook already 
prepared, which they'll start selling topically in 
the bookshops two minutes after the sirens 
sound. But I can tell you its contents in advance: 

"Wr<!fl yourself in a sheet and walk slowly 
to the , cemetary. "

Accidental Death of an 
Anarchist 
Dario Fo 
Court Theatre 
May 1 - May 29 
Directed by Murree 
Hutchinson 

The Court Theatre's mainbill for May will 
be Dario Fo's superb comedy-farce 

Accidental Death of an Anarchist. 
The play is brash and slapstick in the tradition 

of popular Italian comedy. It tells the story of 
anarchist railway worker Guiseppe Pineeli, 
arrested by the police to 'assist with their 
inquiries' into the Milan bomb massacres of 
1969. Pinelli allegedly 'fell' to his death from 
police headquarters in Milan in late December of 
that year. He is said to have jumped past seven 
policemen in an eight foot by twelve foot room, 
through on an open window on a freezing 
mid-winter night. 

Fo's play was part of a widespread 
campaign to bring the real perpetrators of 

the Milan bombings to justice. 'Accidental Death 
of an Anarchist' has since become an 
international -success, and has done much to 
popularise the work of Fo throughout the world. 

Fo uses all the tricks of popular farce in 
turning a real life story into a ·brilliant and 
hysterically funny play. The tension at the centre 
of the piece lies in the contradictions of the 
horrible reality of the situation and the ·bizarre 
and comic behaviour of the characters. 

The central character is played by David 
Copeland, remembered for his stunning 

portrayal of The Elephant Man last year and 
recent comic roles as the cook/coachman in The 
Miser and The Porter in Macbeth. 

A new Zealander returning home, Richard 
Poore, plays the police superintendent. 

Richard has worked extensively in Britain, 
notably as the lead in the Westend success 
'Otherwise Engaged', taking over from Alan 
Bates, and in the television series 'War and 
Peace'. Susan Curnow a member of the original 
'Blood of the Lamb' cast returns to play the 
crusading reporter, hell bent on exposing the 
truth behind the 'accidental death'. 

Dario Fo was born in Lombardy, the son 
of working class parents. He is possibly 

the most popular comedian in Italy today. He is a 
writer, director, comic, producer, mime artist, 
and actor. By the mid sixties he had gained a 
considerable reputation as a comedy writer and 
performer. His early work was satirical, attacking 
the privileges of the rich, the mystification of 
religion and the blind obedience to authority. 

His appearances on Italian television had 
an audience in excess of twenty million. 

The programmes included attacks on the Catholic 
church, industrialists and the Mafia. This proved 
too much for the state owned network and 
rather than submit to censorship, Fo quit the 
mass media amid a storm of publicity. 

He worked under the auspices of the 
Italian Communist Party until criticism by 

his company of the reformist tendencies of the 
party forced them to denounce and finally 
boycott Fo. His present company, La Commune, 
receives no funding from the state or any major 
left wing party. Through their small mobile 
shows such as 'Accidental Death of an 
Anarchist', they have a regular audience of half a 
million. 

Marat Sade 
_ Riccarton Players 

Marat Sade is a Catholic play, in the 
non-religious sense of the word. 

Offering flagellation, copulation, anarchy and 
lunacy, it aims to please, whatever your bent ij 
that and singing too! • 

Peter Weiss' play is an ambitious undertakini 
for any company operating as it does, on three 
levels of reality (1793, 1808 and the 20th 
century). It encompasses also the play-within-a. 
play concept, with the Marquis de Sade direct~ 
the inmates of a lunatic asylum to perform the 
assassination of the 18th century radical, 
Jean-Paul Marat. As if this wasn't enough, We~ 
throws in a whole host of alienation techniques 
the end result of which is one bizarre, but 
surprisingly absorbing piece of theatre. 

Wharenui school hall was an unlikely 
venue for this highly theatrical little 

number, but the Riccarton players rose above 
their setting to achieve an extremely professio~ 
production. 

On entering the hall one was greeted by a 
tangle of institutionalised bodies clad in uniform 
white robes. The stage was created in such a 
way as to make the audience feel the distinct 
absence of the traditional "fourth wall", 
something which created frank anxiety at those 
moments in the play during which the inmates 
appeared to be getting out of hand la tribute to 
their credibility). This cast of lunatics twitched, 
sang, writhed and humped their collective way 
through the two and a half hours of the play, 
never once flagging in their thematic or 
atmospheric support. All were good, but the flllll 
singers, Martin Phelan, Chris Boje, Steve 
Brinklehurst and Janet Jamieson stood out 
especially. 

Music is an integral part of this play alll 
as one woman was moved to remark 1 

the interval, "the band were very good". The 
use of song is a common alienation, or 
distancing, technique and any sneaking empath1 
between audience and actor was definitely 
shattered whenever the inmates broke into a 
snappy "Oklahoma"-type reodition. 

The two lead roles of Marat and de Sade 
were p·layed by Warren Bennie and Judd 

Millner (where did you get those trousers Judd11. 
The former was excellent, demanding the 
audience's attention from the confines of his 
bath tub (skin disease rather than a 
water-fetish), while conveying all the anguish ol 
his situation, Judd Millner was adequate but 
forgettable being somewhat wooden in his 
portrayal of de Sade. 

Gail Brophy was convincing as Marat's 
obsessed assassin, Charlotte Corday, as 

was Mark Hyde as the ever-amorous but 
forever-frustrated monsieur Duperret. Special 
mention should also be made of the spirited 
asylum guards who had obviously modelled 
themselves closely on Red Squad members, by 
the vigour with which they batoned out-of-line 
inmates. 

Both costumes and lighting were very 
good, although Peter Williamson did seem 

to have rather a fixation with a kind of sweet­
and-sour-sauce-red, in which the stage was 
perpetually bathed. However, with such classic 
lines as "The earth is spread thick /with squashed 
human guts/we few survivors ... /walk over a 
quaking bog of corpses" ... , one can perhaps 
justify his preoccupation. 

Peter Brook said of Marat Sade, " ... this 
play is designed to crack the spectator 

on the jaw, then douse him with ice-cold water, 
then force him to assess intelligently what has 
happened to him, then give him a kick in the 
balls, then bring him back to his senses again." 
The Riccarton players accomplished that . 
spectrum in their production of the play and 11 

; one came away feeling perhaps just a little . 
overwhelmed by all this, then the onus lies with 
Peter Weiss, rather than with their handling of 
his material. At the play's end, when an alarm 
bell was activated at an ear-shattering level, and 
the audience hovered, uncertain whether to clap 
or leave, one couldn't help but speculate who 
had been most persecuted - Marat, or us.

With this new attitude I attacked the record 
with new vigour and not surprisingly saw a 
multitude of good points in it. 

Dave Dobbin's vocals are truly great and 
well suited to the music he plays. 

On "The Gambler" he adopts a cowboy/tough 
man accent which adds to the sheer brillance of 
the song. "Solo" is a good chant song with Dave 
Do_bbin moaning, twisting and bending the words 
dorng everything but singing them in a normal 
voice. 

The chant S.O.L.O. sticks in your mind 
and you find yourself chanting it during 

fectures etc. "Repetition" the same. The chorus 
is so catchy you sing it to yourself for hours 
after you've hear it. • 

With the wrong approach to their music 
it is easy to overlook the good points. 

You don't see that the songs are progressive and 
different from the outdated 70's rock genera. 
You see the easily missed inventive twists 
present on each song. This record does have 
hooks but they won't catch unless it's viewed 
for what it is. To start with I wasn't fair to this 
album and almost missed out on something good. 

Cool Bananas is good. Listen carefully, enjoy it 
and view it with an open mind.

Nobody quite knows how to categorise 
this group and their music. Some call

Birds Eye View was and still is a 
favourite of mine, its fast paced attack 

dr.aws the listener into it and it also makes an 
excellent dance song. 

Dumb is a brilliant instrumental written by ex 
Toy Love, Paul Kean. It is powerful yet docile in 
its approach, solemn yet positive in its mood. 

Guitar rhythms and melodies float around 
everywhere in it. (Take your pick and hum it to 
yourself). "Pure Frost" is also excellent, like the 
others, but has a sinister feel to it. 

The recording on this single is good but I 
feel that it is not as good as the Play 

things deserve. Their care in sound quality should 
be carried through onto their recorded work. The 
drums for example lack their punch in the live 
set and have a muffled sound. Other instruments 
are recorded faithfully, vocals and clear guitars 
often crystalline although sometimes not rhythm 
guitar which is also sometimes muffled. 

Although the recording of some instruments are 
not as good as they should have been, they are 
well played and the single is still outstanding 
mainly due to the high quality of songs. 

Playthings have now broken up so if you. 
didn't see them live you'll be able to gam 

a fair idea of what you've missed from the 
single. I'm told that if this single sells well, (it 
deserves to) we may get more release of . 
material from the band. They won't reform but 
the memory will still live on.
