It is now eight years since the
Clean Air Society began the
debate in New Zealand over lead
additives in petrol with a call*to
the Government to reduce lead
levels in petrol by almost half
(from 8.4g to 4.5g), and to
undertake research into
effects of this source of lead.

In that period, while research and
experience overseas has suggested
that lead in petrol is more dangerous
than earlier research (the basis of the
society and "others concern), had
shown, the New Zealand government
and the Health Department has
remained largely inactive and
unconcerned over the issue.

Effects

Lead alkyls have been added to
petrol since the 1920s to increase
energy efficiency. Like many other
metals such as mercury and cadmium
if ingested in sufficient quantities into
human and other animal systems lead
causes poisoning with results which
can be as severe as convulsions,
paralysis, comotosis and death. Other
symptoms which occur at lower lead
levels. include dullness, restlessness,
irritability, headaches, muscular
tremors, hallucinations and memory
loss.

Because it is difficult to ascertain
when some of these symptoms start
there is some argument over the part
lead, in petrol plays in their
appearance. However, the vast weight
of evidence and research available
indicates that lead in petrol is a serious
environmental health hazard. Lead is
emitted from cars as very small
particles which can be absorbed
through breathing into the blood, and
also by eating food grown near roads
with heavy traffic. Most people retain
30-40% of this lead, although some
susceptible individuals may retain up to
60% of it. Lead is especially dangerous
to children in whom the blood-brain
barrier which prevents some of the
lead being absorbed into the brain is
less developed.

Overseas Research

Working parties in Britain, Europe,
the USA and Australia have studied
the effects of lead on children in areas
where there are high traffic densities.
They have concluded that the
atmospheric lead (from petrol) has had
detrimental effects on children.

As a result many countries have
taken action to lower lead levels in
petrol. The EEC has lowered its
maximum level from .45g to .4g with
further reductions planned. Unleaded
petrol must be introduced by 1 July
1985 in Australia, and all new cars
must use unleaded petrol by 1 January
1986. In West Germany, concern has
been so great that oil companies are
being made to reduce the level of lead
to .15g, while the USA government’s
Environmental Protection Agency
requires that leadfree petrol must be
available at all but the smallest outlets.

the

In the last two years: the most
disturbing research into lead levels has
been done by Prof. Lloyd Sunythe, a-
world authority on lead poisoning,
from the University of New, South
Wales. His research has shown that
lead levels accepted as “‘normal” in
industrialised society are at least two
times as high as those found in
schoolchildren "in remote areas of
Papua New Guinea. Other scientists
are also questioning whether the so
called ““normal” and “safety’’ levels for
lead in blood are safe. Dr Ford
Kyellstrom of Auckland University’s
Department of Community Health has
said that, with 80 ug-dl indicating
chemical lead poisoning, the safety
level for lead in blood should be 8-10
pg-dl instead of the present 30 ug-dl.

Government unmoved

The New Zealand Government and
the Health Department have said that
lead in petrol is not a serious problem.
Dr Campbell Begg of the Health
Department has said that there is no
evidence that lead in petrol in New
Zealand harms children and that we
must live in the real world. There are
only a few studies on the effects of
lead in petrol in New Zealand, but the
Health Department itself must accept a
large portion of the blame for that,
having failed to undertake the research
recommended to it by the Clean Air
Council and the Commission for the
Environment. Those that do exist show
lead levels comparable to the most
polluted British cities. In one study in
Christchurch lead levels were twice as
high as those found in Manchester.
(About 80 tonnes are pushed into
Christchurch’s. atmosphere annually).
One might also wonder in what way
New Zealand children and New
Zealand petrol differ so radically from
those in overseas countries, that
studies done there are so completely
irrelevant here. So much for living in
“‘the real world”. It is interesting to
contrast Dr Begg's statement with that
of Sir Henry Yellowless, British Chief
Medical Officer of Health. In a letter
written in March 1981, and leaked to
The Times which published it in
February this year he states:

“There is no doubt that the simplest

and quickest way of reducing

general population exposure to lead

/s by reducing sharply or entirely

eliminating lead in petrol..."”

The Cost

Statements from the government
reveal that the real reason for the
government’s lack of action is
economics. The Ministry of Energy has
stated if lead was eliminated” from
petrol, we would need to import 4%
extra oil to boost the octane rating.
This the Ministry has estimated would
cost $60 million, or approximately 2
cents per litre, which Doctor Peet of
Canterbury University’s Engineering
Department has estimated is what the
average motorist would save if his-her
car was properly tuned. Friends of the
earth have challenged the Ministry’s
$60m figures saying that it assumes

that all cars would run on lead-free
petrol, and ignoring that there would
be a transitional period.

Lowering lead levels is not an
acceptable solution because although
less lead is emitted, it is emitted in
smaller particles which stay suspended
in the air for longer at the level at which
we breathe so that there is little change
in lead concentration there.

There are options to lead in petrol.
We could ‘accept the lowered
efficiency; we could replace lead with a
methanol or ethanol blend, as Brazil
and other countries do; increase the
amount of refinement even if it does
cost 2c litre more, use CNG which has
a high octane rating. While Mobil
synthetic petrol will be lead free and
will have a high octane rating, it is an
extremely inefficient use of natural
gas, wasting half the energy in the
conversion process. It is also planned
to mix synthetic petrol with the leaded
petrol refined at Marsden Point.

The cost of lead free fuels is
obvious, and not exorbidant. Less
obvious are the costs of having lead in
petrol. Research is suggesting that our
tolerance to lead is lower than
previously thought, and that low level
lead poisoning is a serious health
hazard.

There are a number of groups in
New Zealand who are concerned at
lead levels in petrol. Before we can
expect any change of attitude on the
part of the Government or health
administrators pressure must be placed
on, and directed towards, these
authorities.

ASSOCIATION
FOOTBALL

Canterbury was the undisputed
Soccer Champion of 1981 with both
men’s and women’s teams
emerging victorious.

The Canterbury men’s team has
been one of the top university sides
for several years, in fact the last
time the team lost a match was
many years ago. Most of the other
universities in the country enter the
competition, all (including Lincoln)
are expected in 1982, with Auckland
being the major challengers for the
title.

Winter Tournament at Victoria
saw the Canterbury Women's team
emerge as a strong force. No goals
were conceeded in the five matches
and seven of the thirteen NZU
players were from Canterbury.
Entries for 1982 will probably not
include Lincoln or Auckland,
although Otago will be considerably
stronger than last year and, with
Victoria, will form the main
challenge to Canterbury.
