Something 
fishy 
about 
Sweden 

Instructions for the Lake District, or, 
How to fish on ice. First take your 
SAAB automobile (Swedish Aeroplane 
Company Limited). Anything from a 
SAAB 95 -to 99 will do but make sure it 
has winter tyres fitted. Take two 
passengers, preferably one wide-eyed 
tourist, and instal them in the front of 
the Saab. Head through the Swedish 
countryside for any of the 90,000 lakes 
(Finland laughs at that number.) 

Pass elms and silver birches, old rock 
formations and red-coloured holiday 
houses (sommar-stuggor). Arrive at your 
des ti nation (for us Bersi ndstopp) and 
survey the scene: the whit€ lake, trees 
surrounding and closer, the lake rushes.

Notice 
with genuine surprise, that the lake is in 
fact FROZEN OVER. Cast the forces of 
dissuasion to the gentle, sunny breeze. 
Step, ever so timidly on-to-the-lake. 

Notice that 
the feat you are accomplishing is being 
done without the aid of mirrors. 

Have you remembered the ice drill 
now? Make a hole in the ice which will 
involve drilling down for about eight 
feet until the fish can see where you've 
appeared.

Unless too painful, blisters should be left intact (fluid will be 
absorbed). Keep the burn clean and dry, and leave to air unless " weeping". If very 
rge, deep, or painful , seek medical advice. 
Colds: If possible, stay in bed, and prevent spread. Take fluids, and aspirin if 
cessary. 
Flu: Most certainly, stay in bed, 3-4 days, (or symptoms linger on). Aspirin for aches 

nd pains, and fluids . Treat self gently during convalescence. 
Gastric Upset: No food 24 hrs Take sips of fluid frequently . If not better in 24 hrs . 
ek medical advice . If diarrhoea present do not take milk. Yoghurt is O .K. though , 
hen resuming food. 
Constipatio~: Take 1-2 tspns Bran daily and increase roughage in food - Muesli , 
hole grain bread, raw fruit, vegetables, water and regular vigorous exercise. 
Something in eye: Wash eye - egg cup fulls (or from clean teapot) of water -
lding by eyelashes, pull upper lid down over lower one. If no relief, seek medical

Given the normal run of things the 
belated local release of a two year 

old album should rank as little more 
than a minor curiosity - an opportunity 

. for the cogniscenti to smugly raise a 
· superior eyebrow, an event to be missed 
completely by the uninitiated. Things 
aren't always as they should be 
however, in this case to the point where 
it is hard to imagine what album we 
have already seen or have yet to see 
could possibly outrank the importance 
of the New Zealand release of 
'Unknown Pleasures' by the now 
defunct Manchester band Joy Division. 

A lot of bands who have achieved 
something tangible in recent times had 
their beginnings in anonymous identi-kit 
punk bands in the hateful days of late 
1977. Meagre beginnings that were 

- soon transcended as the bands grew 
into styles of their own. Madness, Dexys 
Midnight Runners and the Specials were 
three such, Joy Division a forth. The 
latter's earliest incarnation was as 
anonymous and uninspiring as their 
chosen name Warsaw, but through a 
series of faltering steps, steps· 
documented only in contributions to 
several compilations and otherwise lost 
in limited edition releases, Warsaw 
gradually outgrew their derivative -
beginnings. A name change and an ever 
more defined direction culminated in 
the release of this album in mid 1979½ 

The release of Unknown Pleasures 
was met with unanimous critical 

acclaim, a reception it fully deserved at 
the time and still deserves even with the 
hindsight that two years can afford. It is 
a debut album that ranks on a level with 
the first shots fired by the Doors, Velvet 
Underground, Patti Smith and 
Television. Music that takes its 
inspiration and form from outside of 
traditional concepts but has vast 
relevance to the rock mainstream. Like 
those others the music of Joy Division 
comes from the left field, untainted by 
the usual self defeating artiness and 
wilful obliqueness of the avant garde. 

The music of Joy Division is born out of 
alienation, despair and depression. But 
it is also music born out of strength of 
character and determination when so 
many rock careerists that pretend to 
such emotions drown themselves in self 
pity producing music that is as 
unrepentently dull as it is unremittingly 
doom laden. Joy Division harnessed 
these negative emotions. and turned 
them into a positive force. It is powerful 
music of depth and precision, yet it is 
also music that uses established rock 
idioms and that most hackneyed of rock 
institutions - the vocals, guitar, bass 
and drums four man line up. t 

From beginning to end, from cover stan

Joy Division have a special 
relevance to everyone who professes an 
interest in modern music.

Pleasures and 'Love will Tear Us Apart 
should be investigated with an oper 
mind. They are not the work of a bano 
hyped out of all proportion by crrtlCI 
and record company alike, nor are the) lack 
a critic's obscurist minor curiosity abld 
nor should they ever be a coffee ta e 
weapon for the one upmanship gamel 
and ploys of the hipper-than-th~u. Joa 
Divi_sion music is very very special a\ 
should be afforded the chance to speld 
for itself. That is how the band would 
want it, that it is how Ian Curtis wou 
have wanted it.

Side 
One is largely the Clash of days gone by, 
most of it predating 'Give 'em Enough 
Rope', from a time when there was a 
degree of unanimity about the worth of 
the Clash. First up is "Capital Radio" , a 
song originally available only on a very 
limited single put out as a special offer 
with the first album. This is the Clash on 
familiar ground, railing at institutions, in 
the midst of a rush of amphetamined 
power chords.

The way that 
second album should have sounded, 
would have sounded without the heavy 
metal excesses. 'Pressure Drop' is an old 
Toots and Maytals standard, another B 
side, closest in sound to the reggae 
experiments of London Calling. 'Cheat' 
was side two, track two of that debut, 
included here because it was omitted 
from the American version. 'City Of Th.e 
Dead' is appocalyptic urban guerilla 
sloganeering , full of the often 
misguided Clash romantIcIsm and 
delivered again with . the punch of days 
of yore. Which leaves only 'Time Is 
Tight' on the first side. An incongruous

The voyage to Australia on a convicts' 
ship provides a good background for 

revealing some aspects of women in 
society both in the nineteenth century 
and today. Issues were dealt with 
covertly yet forcefully. The women see 
themselves as victims of their society. 
They each told how they came to be on 
the ship and each point to society in 
general and a male in particular who has 
more or less put them there. At first they 
each attempt to make themselves 
comfortable by adopting various 
tradittonal roles: lesbian, drudge/martyr 
and prostitute. Only one, Nance 
(Miranda Harcourt) refuses to submit -
she is immediately attacked physic'ally 
by the sergeant Ueff Brown). He is the 
person who rallies the others. Nance 
can be seen as a political activist as well, 
indeed that's how she came to be on the 
ship in the first place. By standing fast on 
the issues she believes in, this woman 
makes the others realise that they are 
more effective if they work together 
than if they each try to help themselves. 

The women suffer together, they don't 
all get on and drive each other crazy at 
times, but their group opinion of men 
becomes increasingly hostile. 

0 ne particularly effective scene is 
where the sergeant calls on 

·Charlotte Uuliet Dowling) in the middle 
of the night. She objects to his presence 
on an already crowded cell but he 
insists and prepares himself for physical 
release. After making sure that he is 
comfortable the woman climbs on top 
of him and starts attacking him and 
succeeds in driving him from the cell. It 
was enjoyable to see his dismay at not 
being able to use the woman's body for 
his desires, but to see her use her body 
to reject him, especially when he 
considered that his advances were a 
special favour to the woman. 

The set design was interesting in that it 
emphasised that the division 

between the men and women 6n the 
ship was in terms of above and below 
The men seem to see women as inferior 
and the women feel treated as such. The 
women have been judged to be 
criminals and are treated as such, yet 
they are unaware of the extent of the 
corruption and profiteering amongst the 
crew. The women's rum rations are 
watered down and the crew drink the 
rest. In other words the men consider 
themselves above the women, because 
after all the women are criminals 

• "tigresses" as the sergeant tel Is the 
cabinboy (Andrew Stamner), they are 
the lowest of the low. Yet the men are 
just as dishonest if not more so, and feel 
this is justified because that's the way 
life is. Women are on the bottom rung in 
our society as far as many men are 
concerned. What is perfectly acceptable 
for a male to . do is unacceptable if a 
female does it. 

The play deals with many emotions 
ranging, from rage to sorrow, from 

aggressive male actions to aggressive 
female actions. The cast is polished and 
effective, each character is convincingly 
portrayed with no single performance 
outshining the other. 

This play was a·n entertaining and 
thought provoking work which was 
carefully staged and directed and 
convincingly performed.
