wo records released

earlier this year went
unnoticed, joining the
group of unfortunate
bands largely ignored
each year. Multitudes of
worthwhile releases
pass through the
consumer net, cheated
of their rightful chart
place and the
recognition and praise
they deserve by nasty
commercial crap.

The reason they slip
by, unnoticed is
two-fold. Inferior to
non-existent marketing,
boring meaningless
non-eyecatching covers
and no posters
announcing their arrival.
It should be the quality
of the product inside
which sells the record,
but with the bulk output
attitude of many,
eyecatching displays are
becoming essential to
see the product, if you
don’t notice it's there,
how can you buy it?

Most of the blame
however must lie with
that large price tag. We
all know who is
responsible for that

Cover art has become
so much better in
recent years, so people
often notice the good
stuff but are frightened
away by the price tags.
If records were cheaper
people wouldn’t have to
be so selective and
conservative in their
buying. They could
afford to take a chance
on that interesting
looking record at the
bottom of the stack and
not wait for the
off-chance of finding in
a bargain bin (and while
we are on the subject of
bargain bins, what
happened to the good
old days when they
really did contain
bargains and not 50c
off the full price?).
Anyway two groups

which have slipped
by relatively unnoticed
are Modern Eon and
Modern English. Similar
name and similar
approach to music, but

each having a distinct
sound.

Both groups made
sure they kne what they
were doing when they
entered the studio (they
produced their own
records). It is sound
quality like this (Modern
Eon especially) which
makes you realise what
you have been missing,
or putting up with all
these years. The perfect
mix, no muddied
impression, or out of
place instruments to fill
out the sound. Result,
an extra clear feel.

Modern Eon'’s drum
tracks are exceptional
and should be used as a
standard to measure all
previous and future
efforts by (take note
local bands). The clarity
and sharpness stuns the
listener. Modern English
earn similar merit for
their special effect and
synthesiser efforts.
None of them seem
over done or out of
place.

Both bands
demonstrate their power
on their first track, and
that is essentially what
these bands are about.
Power to complement
their music, you can
almost feel the
mega-volts in each
note.

Sounds a bit like a
description of heavy
metal noise (I use.the
word noise because
music would be a
contradiction in terms).
But heavy metal is just
a grunty noise (hold a
microphone to a
European sports car for
the same effect).

Modern Eon and
Modern English are
about powerful music.
Fictional tales opens
with Second Still. The
thump of a synth drum
growing in volume,
suddenly the crash of
the real thing bites
through the
atmosphere. The song
just grows in force from
there. -

Mesh and Lace opens
with a hazy synth
effect. Weird catch
phases set the mood,
echoing and repeating.

""Would you count
the seeds in an apple”.

The music starts and
never looks back from
there. The mood
established throughout
both records is one of
the most appealing
factors. Sinister,
threatening, depressing,
moody, and solemn.
These albums will not
cheer you up (manic
depressives take note).
Their themes are far
from joyful, yet there is
not that feeling of
hopelessness present in
part of the closest
music category
(Industrial Set, Joy
Division etc).

The power and force
effect is what sets these
two groups apart.

If you have previously
heard either of these
records it would be a
worthwhile venture to
go to your local record
shop and ask to hear a
sample, either of the
first two tracks should
be sufficient to establish
a like or otherwise for
the content held within.

BIG SCIENCE

Laurie
Anderson
Big Science
(WEA)

aurie Anderson is a

relative newcomer to
the music world. A New
York based performance
artist, she has
previously collaborated

with William Burroughs -

on an album and put
out one single of her
own, O Superman’’ a
surprise English Radio
hit, despite its eight
minutes plus and voted
number one floor
clearer by Scottish
disco operators. "‘Big
Science’ is her first
album. As with her
previous recorded work,
the album draws on her
magnum opus “‘United
States 1-IV"'.

Anderson’s status as
a performance artist
poses unique questions
in attempting to
evaluate her work.
Performance art, where
the emphasis is on the
performance, the
moment and not on
producing a lasting
document for posperity.
Beyond that there is the
problem of attempting
to come to grips with
an aural track, removed
from its onstage visual
component and the
presumably extra
coherency that the
marriage of the two
must provide. “If you
saw Radio With
Pictures about a month
back and the “O
Superman’’ video that
might make sense.

All that aside “Big
Science” works
surprisingly well as an
album of music.
Because this is music
that is meant to be
accompanied, it is often
sparse and this gives it
an economy, a largely
uncluttered feel. Silence
isn’t necessarily a dirty
word.

The album is
predominantly electronic
with conventional (and
often unconventional)
instrumention used only
for colouring and
texturing. She makes
extensive use of a
Vocoder to
electronically treat her
vocals, giving them a
mechanical, and often
distanced feel. The
lyrics, a cross between
the everyday and the
oblique are spoken and
sometimes chanted,
emerging as a cross
between commentary
and poetry.

The three standout
tracks are probably O
Superman’’, “Big
Science’” and ““From
The Air". The latter, the
albums.first, is weird
bordering on macabre.
Over a lurching sax
backing Anderson
intones a captain’s
instructions to his
passengers as the plane
apparently heads
towards a crash. Those
instructions become a
game of Simon Says
the ““Heh heh’” that
follows the incorrect
command is magic.
From then on however
the discourse becomes
surreal. Anderson’s only
real comment being
“And | said, Oh oh this
is gonna be some day”’.

he title track

juxtaposes the Old
West with modern
America but lets few
secrets through. The
music is vaguely
American Indian, the
way to town is past the
freeway, the drive in
bank and the sports
centre. The stranger so
beloved of the Old West
may live by the creed of
everyman for himself,
but is also tied to
society by Anderson
“Mind if | smoke? All in
favour say aye”. “O
Superman’’ revolves
around the answering
machine, more
technology, as Mom
and a stranger who
talks about planes and
the hand that takes, vie-
for attention through a
medium that does not
discriminate, while the
music and the voice
mesmerise and
captivate.

“’Big Science"” is by
no means a ‘‘rock”
album and if you're the
person who once spent
about half an hour
berating me for daring
not to worship guitars
and loud noises then
there is nothing here for
you. If however your
mind is slightly more
open then Big Science
may interest you for
insights given by
listening to a person
from a completely
different background
using rock media. And
whilst “‘Big Science”
does work perfectly well
on those criteria, it is
difficult to escape the
feeling that we are
being robbed of
something more
complete in missing the
visual context of these

Netball is one of New Zealand's
figgest sports engaged in by nearly as
many people as rugby, however it
receives an appalingly small amount of
media coverage, including newspapers,
gspecially compared to other very small
sports. An example of this imbalance
scured last weekend (5—7) when there
was a South Island netball tournament
which went by largely unreported
fesults only in ‘NZ Times’). The
Mainland Touch (normally good on local
fappenings) did not ion it, although
it did mention a South Island slot-car
urnament being  held also in
Christchurch. No doubt the Netball
Assoc. are partly to blame, but the
medias efforts to find out anything
amounted to nothing.

There are good reasons for the extra
courts and very unconvincing arguments
against the idea. It often astounds me
how one of New Zealand's largest
sports (and growing) occupies such a
small part of the city, relatively
inconspicuously. It also astounds me
why the Womens group here pay so little
attention to these matters (perhaps
Carolin Marsden is right about “p.o.l.e’s)
which are surely just as important as the
group’s other concerns. It will invariably
be more important to more people
(women) that the courts do get extended
and that Netball generally gets more
attention. After all sports is just as
important to women as to men, and if
the extensions don’t go ahead it will be a
popular women's sport which suffers.

Falklands

Dear Sir,

Re: Falklands Islands

| am concerned with the hypocritical
stance taken by Britain recently in its
reaction to Argentina’s restitution of the
Falklands Islands. Thatcher and her Tory
comrades have conveniently submerged
Argentina’s historical attachment with
the islands, which substantiate
reasoning behind its campaign.

1832 Britain forcibly laid claim to the
islands, her interest at the time being
that of creating a naval base to guard
important sectors of its sea lanes to
Australia  and New Zealand. British
garrisons in taking the islands, destroyed
an Argentine colony which had been
established on the islands since 1820.
The Brits after removing all remnants of
Argentine populace set up a new
colony, and through strategic location
were able to command shipping routes
to the South Pacific.

Argentina since 1832 through feeling
of justified qualification has made
numerous applications to Britain and the
United Nations for restitution of the
islands, and despite Britain's waning
interests in the islands in recent years
due to  geographical  economic
circumstance, has received no element
of compromise. A predominant British
populace of 2000 has pressurised
successive British governments in the
past to continue total sovereignty over
the islands, despite Argentina’s promise

manoeuvre  on  Thatcher's ~ part,
especially in view of the 1983 British
elections posing such a daunting
prospect. The tactic has been successful
as “political popularity polls” are now
displaying, and together with a
strengthening financial market, one can
only shudder at the potential
consequences of such a dangerous
political chess move.

It
was held in a retreat centre high
on a hill in the new territories,
surrounded by those wispy pine
trees and always by mist. And it
was bloody cold.

The consultation, jointly
sponsored by the World
Student Christian Federation
(Asian Pacific Region) and the
Christian Conference of Asia
(whose guest | was) was about
the role of student movement in
Asian Universities. Particularly
about the role of the Student-
Christian Movements.

The people atmosphere was
at times chilly. Participants told
of harassment and persecution.
One student member had been
fortured. A South Korean
Church leader was being teased
about his ““two houses”’, joking
reference to the fact he spends
a8 much time in prison as at his
home. . The chaplain from
Taiwan spoke of his dangerous
freedom to say what he wished.
The‘problem was, if the Military
Advisers didn’t agree with him,
IS audience was warned away.
But he still had his freedom to
Speak. We were advised to lock
Passports securely away. This
Was not just against theft as |
Imagined. Many there would
ot have had passports reissued
if they had been lost + South
African Style. And while we
Were actually meeting two SCM
and two NCC staff (in the
Philippines) were arrested. They
ave still not been heard of.

This is the misty cold
envgro.nment for many
hristians in Asia. And they

don’t want to come in from the

cold. Particularly in two areas,
education and welfare.
Education

Asian universities are
suffering from a disease called
“votech’”, the move towards
vocational - technology. The
humanities don’t lead to jobs
and don’t foster the GNP, so
they are being downgraded.
This has been abetted by the

increasing captivity of
universities by multinational
capital. Money for the

university is ensured; resources
for industry follow. But this
naturally has lead also to the
captivity of university
personnel. © Not only do
academics provide what their
new masters want, but so too
do many of the students.

So it's a time for costly
choice. For the student who
wants to secure his or her future
in the civics or hard sciences the
opportunities are fine. But for
the student who seeks an
education in the humanities or
who has any kind of social
conscience the picture is bleak.
Not only are their courses being
eroded, but jobs don’t follow.
But for the student interested in

number One there’'s no
problem.
And this is just the

environment for the breeding of
conservative Christianity.
Funded from California, full of
the gospel of individual
salvation, and fostering
privatised faith, this form of
religion not only fits the new
culture but also its short sighted
fodder. It is supported by the
State, for the State has nothing
to fear from it. It gets support
from students too, for it fits
their zeal to improve
themselves.

The more socially conscious
don’t do so well, as the SCM'’s
of Asia know. Those who ask
unwanted questions are having
to answer for them; those who
question where universities are
going and just what true
education is about; those who
are not just asking, but actually
acting by taking courses and
stances which reflect this are
harassed now, and face the
prospect of no employment
later.

Parallels here. .

My experience of an SCM
which was faced with similar
though not so obvious
problems here, and which
responded with either a yawn or
by a loss of identity, just didn’t
fit.

| wonder now if that is
because we haven’t seen the
same progression happening
here. Do you recall the squabble
years back between the then
Vice-Chancellor and the present

Prime Minister on just this
theme.. Have you noticed -
where the endowments in

your university come from, and
to which departments they
go.. Notice where the largest
growth in student numbers
have occurred. .

Notice too the movements
outside the University. The
growth of such bodies as the
Society for the Protection of
Individual Liberties and the
League of Rights. Note too the
increasing talk of individual
enterprise, of “lower taxes
through less government” yet
the increasing control of media
(of the ‘Listener’) and the
populace (remember those long
batons. .)

And look too at the
burgeoning of the privatised

faith. Now the popular religion
has become a matter of ““what
goes on between my God and
me”’, understood either in terms
of pentecostal outpourings or
private morality, and always
with irrational beliefs.

Asian churches are obviously
worried about these tendencies.
Hence the Consultation. They
wanted to support student
movements, for they saw there
brave attempts to usher in a
more wholesome future. And
they saw the need to do this on
other fronts as well.

Welfare

A statement has just been
issued by the Hong Kong
Council of Churches entitled
““Society Security”’. It states:
“For many vyears the Hong
Kong Churches have been
involved in providing assistance
to the economically weak.
Today, reaffirming our
commitment, we are looking
towards the challenges that
face us today. Hong Kong
society has undergone rapid
economic developments and

great changes. Progress
however has not brought
affluence for all and many

members of our community still
face hardship. We are not
speaking entirely of the poor
who depend on public
assistance and private charity.
We are speaking of the lower
income majority whose lives are
weighed down by the double
burden of low wages and high
rents. While they may be able to
meet their daily needs their
fragile economic . positions
leaves them very vulnerable to
changes involving loss of
income. Individually they are
unable to protect themselves
against such contingencies as

old age, unemployment,
prolonged sickness and injury.
Only through an approach
initiated by the community can
the burden be spread through
the community and the
individual be enabled to provide
for himself and his family. As a
prosperous industrial society
Hong Kong can undoubtedly
afford to take adequate
measures to protect the
livelihood of its citizens. It is our
conviction that Hong Kong has
reached a point where it has to
make a decisions in favour of
introducing social insurance.”

Statements like that were
being made many years back
here in New Zealand. And they
had some effect.

But notice the scene now. . It
seems that we are witnessing
the piece-meal dismantling of
the social welfare scheme.
Ironic isn‘t it.. There's Hong
Kong, the engine room of the
capitalist world, the mecca of
individual enterprise, starting to
see the necessity of ‘‘social
security’’, and here’s little ole
enzed trying to be individualistic
and enterprising and doing the
reverse.

Seen like this there's a lot
more  to those ‘‘education
cuts”. But there’s the rub. How
concerned are those who
protest (and more particularly
those who don’t) for the good
of our .society.. Or are they
more interested in their own
private enterprise . .

Possibly it's the answer to
questions like that which will
illustrate what real education
and true Christianity is about.
Are they to liberate minds for
their own sake, or for the sake
of society . . John Elvidge
