I hope to play more guitar in 
the future. 

·style and type of music 
NR The band doesn't classify and prefers to be 

taken for what it. is. Parallels have been 
drawn with Blitz, Joy Division, The Cure, and 
funk music. 
The band has been called derivative, and 
accused of jumping on the current 
bandwagon., • 

NR People seem to forget that stage of music 
call~d early ?O's rock. Bands were often so 
much alike in style and sound ·that it was hard 
to tell them apart. Who made the rule "one 
band, one song" anyway? All good serious 
and solemn music is not written by Joy 
Division. 

"Between the Lines" EP. 
NR The record spent 4 weeks sitting at number 

15 in the national ch-arts, then dropped slowly 
until aft.er Sweetwaters when it climbed up 
again. It got mixed reviews, the Auckland Star 
voted it as single of the week, Rip It Up and In 
Touch good reviews, NME reasonable, and 
Rolling Stone bad. The band was pleased with 
the result. The EP will be released in Australia 
in April and "Conditioner" will be released as 
a single off the EP due to the high cost of • 
records over there, 

New Recordings 
NR A new album is planned for release during the 

June-Octllber period, depending on how 
recording goes. Work on the album starts on 
April 14. The album will contain almost all 
new material, and a single will be released off 
the new album but the song is as yet 
undecided as it is possibly un'!"ritten. 

Bad Luc_k 
NR Last year's Reaction tour with Penknife 

Glides last $4000 due to bad management 
and mechanical difficulties. The equipment 
van brake down early in the tour and the gear 
had ta be flown around the country at .high 
cost, hence each band gained $2000 worth. 
of debts. 

NR A good response in Dunedin compensated 
partially for this. Then just a week before 
Christmas the band's van full of equipment 
was nicked and none of the equipment. has 
been seen since. 

Apart from the financial set back of buying 
new gear, there has also been an influence on 
th~ bands performance. Valuable practice time 
was lost before pre-planned gigs in 
Christchurch with the band not being as 
polished as we had hoped· for. The 
synthethiser sound has also changed with the 
S)ring synth.ethiser, in particular, being 
different • 

This s~t of gigs is not really a tour as the 
band will only play in Christchurch and 
Dunedin to try to recoup their losses. 

Song writing 
NR Weston writes most of the music with all the 

~and helping in music. We do two covers in a 
hve set, Reach Out the Four Tops and"Shack 
Up, which is a cover of Certain Ratio's cover 
of somebody elses song. -

Gigs 
NR The band's first gig was with Pop Mechanix 

a~d since then we have supported Midnight 
011 and have gigged with• bands like Hercos 
Pilots and Alms for Children (now This 
~porting Life). 

On stage Nigel wears welding

NR I like wearing them, but this time round I left 

them in Auckland. 

On plans for· the future 
NR There is no planned direction for the music, 

we'll just go where it takes us. 
As happens with many of New Zealand's better 
bands (and many not so good ones thank goodness) 
Dance Macabre has been offered a trip to 

. Melbourne or Sydney. Nothing is certain about their 
migration yet, we've all seen what a trip to 
Australia can do to a band½ music and it is not a 
pretty sight.

Easter is a great time of year for glutting out. 
This recipe should make about 15 buns and they go 
especially well with honey! 
You will need: 
4 cups plain flour 
1 teaspoon salt 
30g (1oz) compressed yeast 
1 ½ cups milk 
½ cup sultanas60g (2oz) butter 
¼ cup sugar 
1 egg 
½ teaspoon mixed spite 
½ teaspoon ·cinnamon 

1. Cream yeast with 1 teaspoon each of the 
sugar and flour, add luckewarm milk, mix 
well. Cover, stand in warm place 10 to 15 
minutes or until mixture is frothy. Sift flour, 
salt, sugar and spices, rub in butter, add 

. beaten egg, sultanas and yeast mixture, 
beat well.
