


























A viable option 
CN G: an alternative fuel 

Two weeks ago Canta printed an article on the syT.1thetic petr<;>I plan_t that the 
Government proposes to build in Taranaki. After readmg that article, Bill Kelso a 
member of a group called the Alternative Energy Committee spoke t<;> Canta about ~he 
research he has done, and the conclusions he has reached on the subJect of alternative 
ene~gy. 

For the last eight years Mr Kelso has 
been researching and involved with the 
Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) energy 
option. He has concluded that CNG and 
LNG (liquid natural gas) are the most 
viable solutions, technically, 
economically and from a medium term 
energy view, to New Zealand's energy 
problems. 

Doubling real incomes 
The greatest benefit of CNG was that 

its full utilization as a fuel could as much 
as double the real income of New 
Zealand and New Zealanders. With two 
years, Mr Kelso has ~stimated? ~n e'.'tra 
$1 S00m would be available to mJect mto 
the internal economy from foreign 
exchange savings, which could be used to 
solve the unemployment problem, and 
enable government to increase . its 
spending in areas that are currently bemg 
cut like health and education. 

The technology for production of 
CNG was simple and uncomplicated to 
the extent that all the equipment 
necessary could be made in New Zealand, 
whereas at least 60% of the equipment 
needed for a synthetic petrol plant had to 
be imported. 

Mr Kelso disputes the Minister of 
Energy Bill Birch's claim that CNO is a 
feasible energy option only for the North 
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Island. The Minister has stated that 
piping CNG to the South Island is not 
economically viable, because the market 
here is not large enough. Mr Keslo says 
that the study the Minister bases his 
assumptions on, did not include transport 
uses, which would increase the market 
five fold, making piping far more viable in 
economic terms. 

Transport options 
Piping was not the only way of 

transporting Maui gas, he continued. It 
could be railed and shipped to the South 
Island from the North Island. It was 
already cheaper to ship in CNG from 
Australia than it was to import oil but 
because the public was being kept 
ignorant about the tremendous 
possibilities CNG offered them, there was 
little demand for it. There were no 
reasons why shipping it from the North 
Island of New Zealand to the South 
Island of New Zealand should be more 
expensive. 
Mr Kelso said that he personally thought 
that the gas should be hqmfi<?~ (LI'.'JG) and

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then transported. This would reduce the 
bulk to one six hundredth of CNG. 
Because it liquified at such a low 
temperature, there were no dangers from 
fires and explosions. It could be regasified 
at its destination point. 

CN G half the price 
The Alternative Energy Committee 

runs a small plant which produces CNG 
at Cust. Because it is so small, the cost of 
the CNG is much higher than it would be 
with a larger plant. Even so CNG cost 
less than half the price that the 
Government says synthetic petrol will. 

The Alternative Energy Committee 
and Mr Kelso dispute the government's 
assertions that diesel engines and old cars 
cannot run on CNG. Mr Kelson pointed 
out that both his group and the Drainage 
Board run vehicles with engines designed 
for diesel or CNG. Old vehicles could be 
converted to run on CNG, all that was 
needed, he said, was the removal of the 
conversion equipment before the car was 
wrecked. 

The greatest problem New Zealand 
faced was a Government which would 
not listen to independent advise or 
provide information to people on energy 
matters, and which seemed determined, 
via the National Development Act and 
the National Development Amendment 
Bill, to prevent full and informed debate 
and decision making by the New Zealand 
of its own future.

What is happening , in the 
Telecoms Department? 

The Auditor General's report on the 
Telecoms Department reads like a report 
of a major corruption investigation. This 
is at least what it appears to be from the 
coverage of the report by the National 
newspaper - New Straits Time. Below 
are some excerpts from the reports. 

1977 statement received in 1980! 
The 1977 statement of accounts of the 

Department .was submitted two years 
late. The Tele-Communication Act 1950 
requires the Department to submit_ the 
Annual financial statements for audit by 
March 31 of the year following the close 
of the financial year. 

As in the past the department failed to 
do so. Statement for the Department for 
the year ended December 1977 were first 
submitted for audit on September 19, 
1978. However they were found to be 
incomplete and inaccurate in many 
aspects and were returned • in January 
1979. 

They were sent gack to the Auditor 
General in September 1979, but had to be 
returned to the Telecoms again in 
November that year because they stiJI 
contained numerous errors. The financial 
statement in the final form was submitted 

on March 12, 1980. Two years late! 
Eventhough the Telecoms Department 

had so many opportunities to alter and 
correct the financial statements, the final 
statements still contained many 
'surprises'. 

Numerous Irregularities 
The Auditor General Tan Sri Ahamad 

Noordin Zakaria said in his report that 
substantial amounts of expenditure 
incurred by the Department in 1977 were 
again not properly accounted for either in 
the Profit and Loss Statement or the 
respective asset accounts. The substantial 
differences between the final figures for 
assets and liabilities stated in the Balance 
Sheet and those related subsidiary and 
supporting records had not been 
investigated and reconciled by the 
Department. Furthermore, . ma~y 
transactions accounted for or adJusted m 
the accounts were not properly explained 
and supported. 

$86M Purchases, but no Invoices? 
The Auditor General stated that he has 

not been able to ascertain if plant and 
equipments for which $86.9 million was 
charged for various projects undertaken 

by the Department in 1977 had actually 
been received and put to use. This is 
because the relevant invoices and disposal 
certificates for these purchases were not 
available he said. 

Payments for supply of plants and 
materials for various projects are first 
made by the Accountant-General from 
loans obtained from • international 
financial institutions. The Accountant 
General then renders debit notes to the 
Department for payment effected by him 
to enable the department to charge the 
expenditure against its project accounts. 

The Telecoms had agreed to the 
Auditor General's suggestion in May 
1974 to initially charge all such debit 
notes to a clearance account and then 
adjust the expenditure to the appropriate 
projects account after receiving relevant 
invoices and disposal certificates. 
However, up to the end of 1977, no such 
procedure was adopted. Instead the 
department continued to charge all debit 
notes received from the Accountant 
General direct to the project accounts 
although the relevant invoices and 
disposal certificates were not available. 

"In the absence of these documents, it 
has not been possible to ascertain 
whether plant and equipment for which 
$85,930,573 were charged to • various 
project accounts of the department in 
1977 had actually been received and put 
into operation. The value of plant and 
equipment so c,;harged in the years 1971 
to 1976 but had not similarly been 
supported by invoices and disposal 

The Other Side of the "Crime Scene" • 
1n 

Malaysia 
A scotterist riding down the street with • 
his wife and child was butted with a rifle. 
The butt smashed the child's skull and he 
later died. This was not a case of an 
attempted armed robbery._ The man 
wielding the rifle was a po~1~ma~. The 
scotterist's offence was for ndmg without 
crash helmets. 

Until recent times, few Malaysians 
would have thought that such cases of 
open police brutality on unsuspecti_ng 
citizens, were anything but rare. ~ohce 
'cell' brutality although frequent did not 
attract so much press attention simply 
because it was already common 
knowledge and efforts to prosecute the 
offenders had consistently failed due to 
absence of eye-witnesses. 

The public attention on open police 
brutality had also brought 'cell' police 
brutality into the open which would 
otherwise remain unnoticed. Among the 
more recent cases to come to public 
attention in August were: 
• A man in his early twenties was 

referred to a lawyer by a prominent 
politician. In all his 20 years on the 
job, said the Malaysian lawyer, he had 
never seen anything like it. What the 
man really needed was a doctor. There 
were serious bruises on his abdomen 
and burns on the tip of his penis. "The 
police had rubbed dry ice on his 
abdomen to make him confess," the 
lawyer recalled. "Then they dripped 
hot candle wax on his penis." 

• In mid-August, a tow-truck driver 
lodged a report at the police station in 
Petaline Jaya, just outside Kuala 
Lumpur, claiming he had been pistol­
whipped by a plainclothes policeman 
because he had failed to hand over an 
electric torch. 

• A suspect expired after being hung 
crucifixion-style from a window grill 
and beaten for three hours with a 
rul1ber hose by four policemen. 

• A 24-year-old salesman from Pahang 
remanded by police on suspicion of 
house breaking, claims he was tortured 
by fourteen other detainees while 
police looked on and further 
encouraged them. . . 

• The 21-year-old manager of a housing 
development firm claimed he was 
forced to squat for three hours on the 
floor while poli~e hurled insults at him. 
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The series of recent incidents have led 
to public suspicions that policemen are 
abusing their powers on a regular basis. 

A tiny minority? 
However, top police officials insist that 

the rash of violent incidents does not 
indicate a trend. They amintained that 
such incidents were the fault of a tiny 
minority of "bad cops". 

Says one officer, "We don't tolerate 
abuse of power". But, he adds, "We can't 
stop the public from stealing and neither 
can we prevent people from being 
violent". 

Another source said, "The public likes 
to cry wolf from time to time. Soon it will 
die down and the newspapers will find 
something else to write about". 

While public outcry may eventually 
peter out, the legal profession were 
unconvinced that police brutality may be 
similarly fated. They maintained that the 
problem goes much deeper than the 

authorities are willing to admit. The 
recent series of reported incidents, they 
insist, is just the tip of the iceberg. 

Pressure for results 
Says lawyer K. G. Cheah, "Clinets do 

complain about mistreatment but there is 
usually no evidence to warrant a report." 
Mr Cheah claims police often use rubber 
hoses in their beatings os the victim is not 
badly marked. Why do such beatings take 
place at all? "While~ome (police) can be 
real saaists," says Cheah, "the majority 
do it because they are under pressure to 
produce results." 

Still, such pressure cannot justify the 
resort to violence in 'extracting truth from 

• suspects. A 19-year-old Kelantan boy 
who confessed the "truth" to possession 
of a pistol, after he was severely tortured , 
when in fact he was later found not to be 
in possession of a gun. Cheah and other 
lawyers agreed that the lack of legal 
protection for arrested persons is a strong 

certificates totalled $111,522,328" he 
said. 

The Auditor General commented that 
this departure from prescribed procedures 
should be viewed with concern as it 
amounts to disregard of the necessary 
internal control requirements to ensure 
proper disposal of purchases. 

113M Riggits not collected 
In the same report the Auditor General 

said that a whopping $113.9 million was 
owed to the Telecoms as of December 31, 
1977. 

The main culprits were telephone 
subscribers (owing about $67 million), 
telex subscribers ($10.5 million), and 
government agencies, organisations and 
individuals ($23 million). Another $5.5 
million was due from foreign 
administratio11s. About $3 million was 
due from government agenies. And there 
were $1.8 million in outstanding 
advances. Some of the outstanding 
amount involved services terminated in 
1973 and previous years. Some dated as 
far back as 1960. "I am doubtful whether 
a large portion of this amount can be 
recovered at all" the Auditor General 
said . 

No Comments 
When contacted by reporters for their 

comments on the Auditor General's 
report, officials of the Telecoms 
Department either adopted a 'no 
comment' attitude or attempted to pass 
the buck. 

Telecoms Public • Relation Officer 
Ayalludin Mohamad Dom first said that • 
Departmental officers were aware of the· 
report but no response was possible 
because it was a "confidential report". • 
When informed that the report has 
already been tabled in Parliament, was 
accessible to the public and would soon be 
published, he said he would try to get 
comments from the officials. When 
contacted later however, he said the 
department had nothing to say for the 
time being. 

"You can go ahead and print the story 
first. We'll consider giving a reply later", 
he said. 

Telecoms finance director Tong Hung 
Seng said through his secretary that only 
the PRO is authorised to speak to the 
press. 

Telecoms director-general Datuk 
Mohamed Nadzim Abdul Hamid could 
not be contacted in the office or at home.

reason why police assaults continue. 
Tht!"'government, meanwhile is taking 

some measures in response to the public 
outrage in AugtJst. Datuk Borhan, 
Director of Police Administration, 
warned that spot checks of police stations 
will be conducted to monitor wrong­
doings. 

Fundamental changes needed 
The esca.Iating incidents of police 

brutality can no longer be attributed only 
to particular acts by undisciplined 
individual officers. Nothing less than a 
fundamental overhaul of police powers 
would deal with the matter adequately. 
This is not a matter for plugging loop­
holes but om; of looking at the system as a 
whole that allows policemen to turn 
judge-jury-retribution. 

A 'spot-check' attitude towards the 
problem is not unlike the case of closing 
one eye on illicit whore-houses and then 
conduct 'surprise' raids occasionally.

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From a seasoned 
actor 
The Four Seasons 
Alan Alda 
Savoy One 

Though this fi lm is bi lled as a romantic 
comedy it is hardly hilarious from 

sta rt to finish. There are th ree defin ite 
aspects of thi s fil m that stand somewhat 
awkward ly distinct from each other. 
Th is unfortunately tends to make the 
film a little disjointed as the mood 
changes from one to the next. 

First up are strangely enough the music 
and photography. That these are 
notable is surprising given that 
comedy's do not usually indulge in 
extravagances in this direction, but 
extravaga nce there certainly is. At the 
beginning of each season the audience 
is treated to a feast of superbly rich 
photography accompanied by Viva ldi's 
lovely music. There is no dia logue or 
characters to disturb these pieces and 
the effect is quite magnificent. 

Most films that have great visual appeal 
seem to be period pieces in the style of 
Tess or Barry Lyndon, and shot in soft 
sunlight and pastel shades. 
Undoubtedly very beautiful, but it 
makes a change seeing scenery in bright 
clear colours. It also makes a change 
having classical music with a film that is 
left to stand out on its own merit instead 
of just murmuring away in the 
background, or occasionally building up 
to emphasise pregnant pauses and other 
suitably dramatic bits. Well so much for 
the film's cultural backdrop. 

Second aspe<;t of note is the story line. 
Not so surprising maybe because 

even comedies do sometimes have story 
lines. However this story uncovers some 
very heavy aspects of relationships 
wh ich are hardly laughing mattres and 
wil l no doubt hit a little too close to 
home for some people. 

The film follows the friendship between 
three couples (three and a half couples 
really) from the first season spring, 
through summer, autumn, and . finally 
winter. 

The parallel with the seasons is a good 
idea, but the story is more an 
autumn/winter/winter/spring one than 
the way it is organised. The first season 
is the end of the 'just all good friends' 
stage of their friendship and is followed 

by two definitely bad sea_sons. The new 
'gi rlfriend' does not fit in, some are 
getting a little too close to old age, a11d 
even the most stable marriage gets quite 
shaky. However by the last season there 
is_ a real feeling of something new in the 
air. 

Last, and in some respects least, is the 
humourous side of the film . 

Sometimes the humour is spontaneous·· 
and genuinely funny, but too often it is a 
little predictable and forced like 
situation comedy televisiori 
programmes. As mentioned earlier the 
story is not really very fully and every 
now and then, the humour and the 
subject matter make a rather 
uncomfortable mix . This is not to say 
that serious situations should never be 
funny, but one gets the impression that 
Alan Alda is trying just a little too hard to 
be as good a comedy writer as he is 
comedy actor. 

The characterisations are good overall 
with good performances br all the main 
actors, particularly ·caro Burnett as 
Aida's wife. 

Although this film is a rather disjointed 
mix of styles and themes, if you are 
looking for a diversion from swot 
boredom it wouldn't be a bad choice .

Dressed to Killffhe Warriors 
Brian De Palma, the director of 

"Carrie" and the man many have called 
Alfred Hitchcock's successor, has come 
up with another winner. Following the 
tradition of "Psycho" and "Klute", 
"Dressed to Kill" is the story of Kate 
Miller (Angie Dickinson), who is found 
slashed to death in a lift after a visit to her 
psychiatrist (Michael Caine), with whom 
she has tried to start an affair. The 
psychiatrist then receives a phone call 
from another patient, who claims to be a 
woman trapped in a man's body, and who 
gives the impression that she has been a 
"bad girl", Kate's son (Keith Gordon), an 
electronics expert and the police begin 
an investigation. While the more simple­
ininded will see it as a straightforward 
thriller, the more intelligent viewer will 
find De Palma's subtle humour and sense 
of irony rewarding. 

"The Warriors'' tells the story of a gang 
returning to its "turf' through the 
territories of other gangs. In the U.S. this 
film started a wave of violence and 
vandalism in theatres around the 
country, and police officials linked it with 
a concurrent increase in violent subway 
crime. Criticiised by the Roman Catholic 
Archdiocese of New York as being 
"morally objectionable" and banned in 
France for its brutality, this film is not for 
the squeamish. Come if you dare! 
Due to increase in overheads, film 
admissions are now $1.50 which is still 
half the cost of any other theatre in 
town!!!
