Collections of short stories by a single
author can be expected to hold together
reasonably well if only by virtue of the
fact that all they contain came from the
same pen.

Collections by a number of authors,
especially when they have no more in

| common than nationality, can easily

hecome fragmented and incoherent, a
catalogue of memories with nothing in
common.

5o the remarkable thing about “All The .

Dangerous Animals Are In Zoos” — a
new collection of fifteen short pieces of
New Zealand fiction by authors as
diverse as C. K. Stead, Russell Haley and
patricia Grace — is not just that it works
in its parts but that it functions so well as
awhole.

Apart from a common nationality and
an awareness of a culturally void past,
There is little in style or tone to connect
most of the writers represented here. Yet
the book

emerges as more than the sum of the
parts because the latter combine to
create a fascinatingly kaleidoscopic
composition in words of what New
Zealand is and what it means to live
here.

The first story is a powerful piece by C.
K. Stead, aptly titled “A New Zealand
Flegy”. Quite effortlessly written in
polished but simple prose, it deploys the
device of many stories in the book of
setting the story against the background
of growing up.

Here it is mid-adolescence and Stead
captures perfectly the urgent but timid
sexual fumblings of teenagers coming to
grips with their sexuality and some of
the other surprises life has to offer.
Though it ends on a bleak note
following  his friends death —
"“Everything was dark and ugly and
there was nothing to be done and
nowhere to go’* — it combines a wistful
longing for a lost innocence with a hard
headed knowledge that such things
hqm}a!ways been and probably always
will be.

“The Palace of Kandahar”” by Russell
Haley has only its authors craft in
common with ‘“‘Elegy’”’. A sensuous,
opaque story about the residents of the
hills behind Auckland. Where Stead's
narrative is direct and straight forward,
Haley's is circular and elliptical.

Short, often discontinuous paragraphs;
calm, unhurried descriptive passages
that capture the leisurely, harmonious
nature of the bush life juxtaposed with
the  tensions associated with
encroaching urban sprawl and the
presence of a people with no feel for the
magic of the bush and its past or respect
forits order.

Inanother story, Beverly Dunlop’s “The
Last ~Summer”’, the subject is the
mystical force exercised by one child
Over two others, Like “Elegy’ it is told in
fetrospect but as in that story the author
arefully manipulates time to move
effortlessly between past and present
and to mystify the elder girl from the
child’s point of view and demystify her
from the adults.

Thé_? special value of “/All The Dangerous
Animals Are In Zoos'” is summed upina
sentence from Russe?l Haley’s "The
Palace of Kandahar” — ““We live in this
‘\[V?rld which is familiar to the extent that
r ”S not apprehended”.

ull of stories and faces and streets and
Xperiences that we all know but had
Never thought about before.

At the beginning of this volume there is
the usual disclaimer to the effect that
“all the characters in these stories,
including the narrators, are fictitious”.
Yet the greatest thing in its favour is the
feeling that these characters are very
real. They may be fictitious but their
author’s “fascination with people” pays
off with a series of short portraits that
span a whole experience of extra-
ordinary ‘ordinary’ people.

It is perhaps no accident that the first
story in the book, “Saving Grace’, is a
deliberately provocative and repulsive
one. The first sentence — “Couldn’t
help wondering whether he was queer,
the day he started work at Sandwin” —
sets the tone and style for much of what
follows. It is brutal and ugly and so is the
story.

A young idealist comes to work in a
mental hospital labouring under a set of
naive illusions about helping and curing
the people interned there. In a dual
attack upon his sensitivity, patients
remain indifferent while staff keep the
loonies in line with primitive tortures.
Not surprisingly, our rather wet hero
packs his bags and leaves.

His departure and the narrator’s wry
comment — “I knew he didn’t have
what it takes to work in a place like this’
— suggest that sensitivity is a handicap
in meeting life head on. A pessimistic
conclusion.

In “Oil and Water”’, a funny story about
a larger-than-life con-man, a similar
point is made by way of conversation.
“Life is what you make it,” says Alec,
the con man. ““What do you make of it
then,”” asks the narrator. “‘Birds, booze,
good times, a few laughs and spit in the
eye of the devil. It's all a bloody
accident this life, and we are all headed

for the same destination. And there’s no

remission for good behaviour.”

That may be true but it is clear that not
many of the people in these stories
believe it. It is the tragedy of these little
slices-of-life that this reality is always
intruding and in a lovely low-key way,
the humour springs from the way
people resist it.

The weakest passages of the collection
seem to be those where Southam is
either trying too hard to suggest humour
or where he is clearly uncomfortable
with the subject matter, as in “Terra
Firma’’ or “Just Visiting””. Then the
prose — and particularly the dialogue —
become precious and self-conscious
and we can hear the writer thinking
where elsewhere you only catch the
motions of the characters themselves.

But the success of ““Mixed Singles” boils
down to Barry Southam'’s fine gift for
characterization. These are a dozen
stories about people and because they
clearly live in their author’s mind, they

live on the page and in the readers mind |
as well. The claustrophobic atmosphere |

that accompanies the certainty that
things will always be the same, that they
will never change is relieved by the
joyful absurdities and wistful longings of
a cast of real “characters”” who are in
the profoundest sense ordinary without
ever accepting that.

The Blues Brothers

preproduction advertisement for
“The Blues Brothers” shows a black
background with Its Too Late written on
it. Inside the cover is a picture of John
Belushi and Dan Aykroyd, (the film’s-
main actors) looking like mafia hitmen
with the words Production Has Begun
across it. A year and $30 million dollars

'later The Blues Brothers. was finished

and released.

The director John Landis had two
previous successes, (Kentucky Fried
Movie and Animal House) before
making this film. Because of the
.economics of the movie industry at the
moment big budget ventures like this
are becoming increasingly rare. Even
George Lucas’ and Steven Speiberg’s
new film only cost $20 million!

he storyline follows the exploits of

two characters, one (John Belushi)
who has just been paroled and his
brother as they attempt to get their old
band together again. They need to make
$5000 to save their old orphanage from
being closed down. Various subplots
develop involving local police
vendettas, a bazooka weilding Carrie
Fisher (of “‘Star Wars’’ fame) and the US
Nazi party.

Sounds terrible  doesn’t © it2  Try
explaining the plot of “The Empire

Strikes Back’’. John Landis had made a
film with an emphasis on entertainment.
For the more serious film watcher who
wants to feel some sort _ of
intellectualization process has taken
place in the films 132 minutes, | suggest
you try to spot set ups for big budget
destruction.

Although some of the film seems tedious
at the time, on reflection | enjoyed it.

This article is fairly turgid, but you are
welladvised to read it if you are
contemplating dropping courses.

1. How to drop courses

The procedure for dropping courses is
relatively ~ straight-forward.  You (1)
present yourself at the Records Section
on level 3 of the Registry (2) collect your
course card (3) take it to your Supervisor
of Studies and then to the Head of
Department of the course(s) you are
dropping (4) get these people to delete the
relevant courses and stamp the alteration
5) take the course card to the Bursaries
Sction of the Registry, if the alteration
could affect your bursary, or fees and (6)
refurn the card to the Records section.

hen to drop courses.

If you drop a course before 31 March
you get a full refund of the appropriate
fees, and suffer no prejudice whatsoever.
You also have the advantage that you
can still enrol for other courses.

If you drop a course between 1 April
and 30 June, this course will not be taken
into account for the purpose of any
review of your academic standing. This
means that, provided you drop the course
before 30 June, a dismal performance in
the course dropped will not be counted
against you should the University. ever
feel constrained to review your generally
dismal academic record accrued over two
separate years of study. You may also
receive a partial refund of tuition fees
paid in respect of the dropped courses if
you can demonstrate that either (a)
medical reasons or (b) exceptional
circumstances forced you to drop the
COUTSE.

If you drop a course between 1 July
and 30 September you will not technically
fail the course i.e. you will not get an ‘E’
or ‘N.S.” grade. In point of fact you will
not get any grade at all. However, this
course will be taken into account should
your record ever be reviewed for want of
academic progress. You do not have
much prospect of getting a refund of
tuition fees either.

ithdrawal

from
courses

If you drop a course after 1 October
you will probably be credited with a
failing grade e.g. ‘E’. You will also suffer
the dire consequences mentioned in the
preceding paragraph.

3. What if you haven’t heard about
the hardship grant yet?

This section of the article applies to
people who are in the position of:

(i) Having applied for the
supplementary hardship grant (SHG);

(i) Not having received the initial
decision of the Department of Education

ety

(i) May have to withdraw from-one,
some or all courses if the outcome of the
SHG application is unfavourable.

If you are in this position it is possible
that the University may make special
provision to allow you to withdraw from
one or more courses after 30 June
without the usual prejudicial
consequences to your academic standing.
If you have not yet heard the initial
outcome of your hardship application,
you are advised not to withdraw from
courses for financial reasons until you
receive notification of the SHG decision,
even if this means delaying until after
June 30. Instead, you should contact
either:

— a friendly member of the academic

—the Bursaries Officer in the Registry

— your Faculty Administrator on level 4
of the Registry. (Faculty Administrators
are kindly and approachable souls who
are paid to assist students.) :

4. The effect on your bursary of
dropping courses.

Entitlement to the basic bursary (TSG)
depends primarily on the following:

(i) You are doing a full-time course

(i) You have not used up all your
bursary entitlement

(iii) You have not had your entitlement
suspended due to poor academic
performance in previous years

(ivy You do not exceed the income
restriction. '

Subject to certain  exceptions,
withdrawal from a course or courses does
not affect your bursary entitlement unless
it prevents you from meeting these
criteria.

If you have received any part of the
TSG in a particular year, that year counts
as a year of study for TSG purposes.
Unless you pass the required number of
courses in that year you will be treated for
TSG purposes as having failed to make
sufficient academic progress and your
TSG will therefore be suspended in your
next year of study. This horrific fate may
be avoided by, inter alia, (a)
demonstrating  medical or  other
exceptional circumstances or (b) officially
abandoning your previous course oOr
study or (c) paying back the TSG money
you received in the year in question.

For these purposes it does not matter
when you withdraw from your course(s).
What matters is the amount of TSG
money you have received and the number
of courses which you (a) continue with
and (b) pass. It should be noted, however,
that you are legally obliged to repay any
TSG money received in advance for the
time after you withdraw from a full time
course. (See the letter from the Bursaries
Officer in this week’s Canta.)

This brief summary may not apply to
all cases, and anyone contemplating
withdrawing from one or more courses is
strongly urged to contact the Bursaries
Officer with all haste and before taking
any precipitate action.

Be Gay for a day

‘School was the worst time of my life’,
is a frequent remark in homosexual
circles. It's no paradise for lesbian women
or gay men when they leave school and
move to a job, to unemployment or to
advance their education at a tertiary
institution. It's no paradise when you
realise that you are left to survive in an
environment that you're receiving
precious little training for. Survival might
be reasonable enough but when you are
gay you are faced with a series of
restricting or daunting alternatives.

Either you struggle comfortably into
your closet and ‘pretend’ with a
heterosexual partner (perhaps slipping
away for the occasional furtive sexual
escapade), aware that you will pay a dear
price emotionally for your secrecy and
that the ever present fear of disclosure
may be sufficient to drive you to an early
grave or, you come out. You begin the
long, slow, often painful, but pressure-
reducing journey into the light. If you are
lucky and have the support of friends,
other gays and perhaps your family you
will find that the difference is enormous
— that you will never want to go back.

But looking back over my early school
years allowed me to see clearly that the
system that professes to enlighten, kept us
fearfully in the dark about ourselves;
defenceless against the forces that say it is
sick, immoral, immature, or in some way
inferior to feel love for someone of your
Oown Sex.

Sometimes the system actively
persecuted us; more often it achieved a
similar effect by pretending that
homosexuality did not exist. It let you
soak up the negative messages about
homosexuality that abound in this society
and put the rubber stamp on them by
remaining silent. The total control of
school and home made sure you had no
way out of your isolation. You’re left to
think you are the only one in the world,
or that the others are so worthless you
wouldn’t want to know them anyway.

And so it is difficult, looking around to
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Blue Jeans Doy

This Friday (June 26) is Blue Jeans
Day. So what you might say — every day
is Blue Jeans Day for me. Everyone wears
blue jeans!

Gay Rights Activists who have
designated June 26 annual Blue Jeans
Day for a number of years agree. All
kinds of people wear blue jeans — and all
kinds of people are homosexual. Being
gay is as normal as wearing blue jeans.

Factory workers, bus-drivers,
housewives, clerks, students, car-
wreckers, panel beaters, rugby players,
managers, politicians, ministers and
priests, shop owners, athletes — all your
friends and acquaintances consider it
normal to wear blue jeans. How many
consider it normal to be homosexual
rather than heterosexual, as at least ten
percent of New Zealand’s population are.

Wear blue jeans on Friday to show
your -support and acceptance of gay
sexuality for gays. Watch how many
people drag out old cords, shorts,
anything to escape their paranoia and to
try to prove to other people what they are
not. Wear blue jeans to show that
heterosexual fear of homosexuals is a
heterosexual’s problem, not a homosexual
problem!

know who. among your friends and
acquaintances on campus is homosexual
and who isn’t, and for good reason: there
are strong social pressures to hide and
disguise. We are often forced to take the
most destructive option — forced to deny
our true selves, appear heterosexual and
conform — to the assumption that
everyone is heterosexual.

We are the invisible people camoflaged
in the crowd and treated as though we
were not there — but we still exist!

And in large numbers. It is now
conceded that 18% of all males will have
a homosexual relationship of three years
or more. Look around you. As you see
thousands of students move about
campus can you reliably tell who these
people are?

Most have taken the hidden option; a
growing number are slowly working their
way along a painful road to a fuller
awareness of their potential; a greater
appreciation of their innate goodness and
worth and the recognition that to remove
oppression they must gather together for
mutual support in a struggle for major
social change.:.

Some will claim that it is fine to be
a lesbian woman or gay man in New
Zealand in 1980. To them I would say
this. Put it-to the test. Be gay for a day, a
week, a month. Tell your parents and
friends — go out constantly with
someone of the same sex — and you will
find it far from fine.

And so to Gay Pride Week 1981, and
the arrangement of a number of activities
to gather lesbian women and gay men
together to break down the invisibility, to
take away the isolation and to correct
society’s attitude to us.

A time when, internationally as well as
nationally and on this campus we make
our presence felt. We want everyone to,
not only know that we exist, but to
recognise that we have rights, that we are
human and that we wish to be recognised
assuch.

Gay Pride Week is when we attempt to
regain the balance. In what way will your
mvolvement assist in the growth of and
promotion of lesbian women’s and gay
men's rights in New Zealand? For as has
been stated many time before — ‘if you
are not part.of the solution, you are part
of the problem’.

Stonewall Day
June 27

On June 28, 1969 police harrassmep
of Gays sparked a riot beginning at the
Stonewall Inn, 53 Christopher Streg
Greenwich Village, New York. Constap
police visits to the Inn were carried oy to
check on illegal liquor sales. In reality
their visits were a deliberate form of
harrassment of Grenwich Village's gay
community.

The massive rioting which took place
in New York, then across the Uniteg
States and finally across the world, wa
the start of a world Gay Righy
movement. For the first time in history,
Stonewall showed gays were prepared {g
fight back against their oppression.

Stonewall is a name only. But behind j;
is a reason to celebrate, and since Gay
Pride Week '81 is in the form of 3
celebration, then it is an appropriate
event to remember. For gay people
Waitangi Day which set up our modem
oppressive ~government is not g
important as Stonewall Day. =

Anzac Day commemorates the many
who died at Gallipoli; there was the same
percentage of homosexuals there as ip
society, as with all wars, but does the
government say “thank you” or retum
any favours? Stonewall Day is more
important to homosexuals than Anzac
Day.

Tyhe purpose of Gay Pride week is to
build feelings of dignity and self worth
amongst gay people and is an attempt to
help lesbian women and gay men
develop as full human beings and
complete members of the society. It i1san
attempt to counter the feelings of shame
and guilt often felt by gay people —
feelings that are a result of the prejudice
and ignorance of others towards us and
our lifestyle. The week, which is held
annually to coincide with international
Gay Pride Week, is a festival of social,
cultural and political activity.

(politely of course) to leave. No-one
would choose the kind of life style which
is constantly derided in the press and the
media. No-one would choose to be a
lesbian/gay who is referred to in medical
books as perverted, unnatural, sick and in
need of treatment.

Yet countless men and women do. The
choice is not simplé. Many people choose
to live a gay/lesbian lifestyle while
keeping this secret from all but close
friends! Many choose to come out vand
demand récognition, demand that society
accepts their lifestyle as valid and
authentic.

One can easily. understand why a man
or woman living such a lifestyle might
eventually break down, unable to cope
with such oppressive treatment and
hestile attitudes.

Gay Pride Week is a time to bring (0
the attention of hetrosexuals the suffering
and persecution gays/lesbians undergo
because of the close-minded morality,
ignorance and homophobia- of most
hetros. It is also a time when gays and
lesbians can celebrate their sexuality and
refuse to let society turn its book on
them, ignore them, deny their existence
or excuse them as sick.
