Il doesn’t, or certainly shouldn’t, take
much to realise that the Newtones
are, by far and away, one of the better
bands to surface in this city for quite
some time. After just less than a year of
public life comes the bands first proper
foray into the world of. making records
(although they did contribute one of the
better tracks to the interesting but
ultimately patchy “Class Of '81”
compilation).

For those that live under stones and
never come out at night, the Newtones
are a three piece: Tony Peake (ex-
Vandals and Street Of Flowers) guitar
and vocals, Mark Brooks (ex-Vauxhalls
and Street Of Flowers) bass and vocals,
and Graeme Van Der Colk on drums.
Those three are aided and abetted by
the irrepressible Fred Kramer, a quasi
fourth- member in . his function as
soundman. A fourth member because
he provides sound effects and other
treatments to flesh out the bands sound,
thus raising him above the level of the
usual mixer as glorified roadie.

To business. An EP, four songs playing at
33rpm on seven inches of vinyl that
comes complete with cover and
postcard inside. Four songs, ‘‘Paint The
Town Red”’ is a pop sort of song that
owes more to urban nightlife than
grafitti, it features a Mark Brooks vocal
with more than just a slight case of the
Lou Reeds which are underlined by a
(presumably intentional) lyrical lift from
tﬁe Velvet Underground. "It also
possesses some truly lovely fluid guitar

runs that see the song out. A promising
beginning. Having come so far, so
quickly, the next track ‘‘Santa Anna’’
represents a let down. There’s nothing
wrong with it, but the bass playing just
isn’t enough to propel it into the ranks of
the memorable. It just is.

And on t'other side ‘“Christchurch” and
“China”’. The former probably more
recognisable for its opening line “Time

changes...” than for its title, is the coup
de grace. Archetypal Newtones. An
instrumental punctuated with vocals
rather than a song as such, with Tony
Peake in fine voice and contributing
some beautiful moments over a ringing
guitar and the usual solid but never dull
rhythm section. ““China’’ dates back to
the Street Of Flowers (John Perrone gets
a mention on the label) which almost
makes it ancient history. Less
‘composed, more frenetic than the other
three and surprisingly short. The
production is somewhat remiss and it
generally sounds as though it has
suffered from a lack of attention.

Overall a promising beginning, but by
no means a definitive statement. The
production could have been better for
one, but enough niggling — all things
considered, a worthwhile investment for
anyone who has ever professed even a
vague interest in the Newtones. And the
next one will be even better.

The Court’s production of Fifty-fifty is
nevertheless creditable and polished.
The simple box set is characteristic of
the drawing-room set Hall has always
used.

Returning to the stage after a three year
absence, Elric Hooper is perfect in
voice, movement and physique in the
role of central character, George. Made
redundant from his job as an insurance
agent after over thirty years, fifty-four
year old George discovers that he is also
redundant to his family, daughter
Barbara (Tomescite Edgerton) and son
Michael (Martyn Duffy).

The play is a clever drawing-room
piece. The audience laughed easily
in self-recognition at the family banter,
and Barbara’s husband, Tony (Bruce
Phillips)  by-the-book  attitudes to
marriage and child-rearing. The laughter
is easy because Hall writes comedy not
satire, he nibbles but does not bite. As
‘Listener’ reviewer Sebastian Black, put
it ‘Subjects are aired but not probed’.

Unemployment, and the role of women
are two subjects Hall cannot escape as a
writer. Two overlapping sets of
characters ‘represent the problems

raised — in unemployment, George,
Michael and Barbara; on women,
Barbara, George’'s wife frequently
referred to, Pamela and the women who
is moving into George’s flat when it is
vacated, Sarah (Yvonne). The role of
pothers, unequal educational
opportunities for women and breast

cancer are all discussed but remain
unanalysed.

The play is neat in structure and tightly
written. Its small cast is perfect for the
smallness of New Zealand theatres and
their companies. The money it will rake
in for the Court will hopefully allow the
theatre to attempt more adventurous,
and less ‘popular’ productions. Unlike
the Court’s productions later this year
especially The Elephant Man, and
Foreskin’s Lament, Fifty-fifty will in
retrospect | suspect, add little to the
development of New Zealand theatre.

Everyone should see at least one Roger
Hall play, and even the otherwise
critical say that this is his best to date.
See Fifty-fifty, if you can book a seat
and afford the Court’s new prices. While
you are there you can rub shoulders
with Merivale’s best at the bar before
and after.

Samuel Beckett, Fritz Hochwalder,
Sam Sheppard, William.B. Yeats are
the four twentieth century playwrights
whose works will be performed at
Elmwood Playhouse this Friday and
Saturday evenings.

The four one-act plays are given
different treatments Eut they have a
unity of theme  whic gives
concordance to the evening. The
treatment of the plays attempts to do
something positive about what Valmont
in Hochwalder's 1003 calls - “the
theatre’s abasement and its fearful loss
of energy.” Atall order for a short guy.

The first play, by the Austrian
Hochwalder reflects the narcissism of
self-indulgent creativity, and leaves us at
about the point the absurdists reached.
The stage instructions of the playwright
are ignored, the bare text retained.

Yeats’s Purgatory is a play about
recognition of the irrational; its
strength lies in the harmony of realistic
subject matter and symbolist design
within a concentrated, powerful, lyrical
composition. Yeats's- lyricism quickly
subjugates the plays absurdist elements
and takes us neatly, if violently, from
““Nothing is more real than Nothin%” to
a world of metaphysical universals. A
man who has killed his father kills his
son on the same jack-knife. Naturalism
and symbolism are contrasted on stage
as for example through New Zealand
accents pitted against ritualistic miming.

Sheppard’s Killer's Head  will
undoubtedly be the sensational ‘piece
de resistance’ of the evening. It is not for
the squeamish. New American myths of
horses, cars, fertilization and murder
(sex and violence) are explored in this,
the shortest play: the killer is bound in
an electric chair.

That Time by Samuel Beckett finishes
the evening. One listener stands
above stage level while her voice
emerges from different apices of an
equilateral triangle on the stage. Her
three split streams of consciousness
have different personalities, and hence
differing attitudes to the remembered
past.

The actors and others involved in the
production come from different walks of
life; the plays should also have an
equally diffuse attraction.

If you wish to see the plays bring
yourself, and at least $2 to ElImwood
Playhouse at 8 p.m. this Friday or
Saturday (19th and 20th June). The
Elmwood Playhouse is at 8 Fulton
Avenue, off Rossall Street, near Carlton
Mill.
