Dear Ed,

| would just like to round off the saga
of Shilling Club and Cabaret. We in the
Cabaret had been practising steadily for
a month, in the last two weeks we had
practices almost every week night and
then from 10 to 6 a.m. Saturday and-

Dear Ms Marsden, | find your ‘letter
incoherent and rash. For qne, how can’
Christianity  and  feminism  be
compatible? Feminism recognises the
universal oppression of womin yet seeks
to do something to eradicate it
Christianity is a step back; it claims to
be pro-womin yet advocates a rigid
system of bondage of womin to men,
through marriage. The Bible claims the
male body is the temple of God!

Why do you come down so hard on
cultural feminism? You sound like a
perfect example of an armchair feminist
yourself. You ignore heterosexism as a
problem and wonder why racism and
classism aren’t dealt with by feminists
— they are, sure progress is slow but at
least it’s coming. How much more are
you doing about the victims of sexism,
racism and classism? Bugger ‘all, it
seems, just denouncing those who are
beginning to be honest with themselves
and taking their awareness from there.

If we are white and middle-class then
surely it is best to recognize ourselves as
such and instead of “trying to
understand” (as all good liberals do) how
oppressed blacks are, to recongise why
they are oppressed. And that involves
looking at ourselves, we are racist by
the mere colour of our white skin.

Do you really believe lesbians’
oppression is just an imagined fabricated
tale of woe? If you want to find out how
we are oppressed in this society go out
tomorrow and tell your parents,
neighbours and friends that you're a
lesbian. Walk into a pub, a shop, a social
occasion holding hands with and
demonstrating your affection for your
womin lover. Tell the courts and social
welfare when you're having custody
battles that you're a leshian. Turn on TV,
who do you see? Heterosexual couples.
How often do you see leshian
relationships in movies? Try any of the
above and you'll soon find out it is not
easy being a lesbian in our society. Such
is our reality every day.

| think you should think more carefully
before you talk about ‘power-obsessed
lesbian elitists’. In our society we are
powerless, even in the women's
movement we are too frequently ignored
so as not to alienate those new to
feminism. We are sick of heterosexism
such as your letter. Do you think you

would call black liberation and other
identity-asserting groups power-
obsessed? Or it is maybe you feel
threatened by lesbians and want to put
some of your heterosexual privilege over
us?

Gay Is!

Dear Roger,

Craig Young demonstrated very clearly
in his last letter that he (like so many
‘liberal men’) has little understanding of
some of the basic concepts of feminism.
At present both women and men have
been socialized into roles which
prescribe a gender (i.e. femininity or
masculinity) which dictates their whole
life including who they engage in sexual
activity with and the manner in which
they do it. Thus everyone must be
involved in heterosexual sex; with
women engaging in sex for love and men
for lust. What Craig describes as the
‘male homosexual lifestyle’ is nothing
more than an exaggerated version of
what society prescribes for men. | would
argue very strongly that this view is, in
the first place incorrect (many gay men
form stable loving relationships the same
as leshians and heterosexuals) and in the
second place is confining for both men
and women (gay or straight), it implies
that these roles are naturally the way
men and women are.

| think as long as no partner is
exploited (which is more than can be
said for many heterosexual sexual
encounters) people should be able to
express their sexuality as they please.

On the issue of sexism — yes, like
heterosexual men many gay men are
sexist but many also have a real
understanding of what it is like to try
and do anything that is contrary to the
predominant sex-role (two men in a
relationship can't both be strong,

protective, the head of the household etc ~

ad nauseum). Gay men therefore have
something to gain from feminism and
less to lose (i.e. they are not exploiting
women's labour in the home nor are they
exploiting women sexually) than most
heterosexual men.

What is it that Craig really objects to?

Male
sexism? Transitory sexual encounters?
Does he object to transitory lesbian (yes
they do happen) or heterosexual sexual

encounters and does that make

Ms Morris's “freedom fighters” are
hardly that as one only has to see who is
now running Nicaragua and the almost
immediate  construction of Cuban
airfields on the East Coast.

Post story is the only real facts in the
article not tinted by innuendo — even in
this she feels the quotation marks should
be added to the fact that the U.S. will
spend 300 million dollars in aid to the,
area. This is hardly an example of the
U.S. conspiracy to “exploit and oppress"”
the people.

Winger is the soup season, this French
recipe is economical and easy to make,
and tastes delicious.

250q ( %21b) potatoes

250q ( %:1b) leeks

30g (10z) butter

1litre (1% pints, 4% cups US) water
or stock

1 clove of garlic

salt and freshly ground black pepper
sour cream
parsley

Peel and dice the potatoes, wash, trim
and slice the leeks, including as much of
the green parts as possible.

Melt the butter in a large heavy
saucepan, and soften the vegetables.
Add the water or stock and garlic,
season well and simmer, uncovered,
until the vegetables are tender. Pass
through a blender or mouli. Return the
soup to the pan and heat through.
Season to taste.

Swirl in the sour cream and sprinkle

with freshly chopped parsley just before
serving.
