The European court of hun:ian rights 
has denounced the use of plastic and 
rubber bullets as barbaric and 
inhumane - they are particularly vicious 
and lethal._ 

In August 1981 an international 
commission of_ enquiry, sponsored by 
the association for legal justice 
travelled to Belfast to investigate the 
use of plastic bullets. One of its 
members was senior British research 
scientist Dr Tim Shallice, who wrote in 
the 'New Statesman'. "T.he conclusion 
seems inescapable to members of the 
commission : the Northern Ireland 
authorities were knowingly allowing 
widespread, indiscriminate and illegal 
use of a weapon whose lethal potential 
was well known" . 

"About Plastic bullets ... . " 
The name "Plastic bullet" suggests 

something soft . and bol)ncy - an 
imitation and therefore less 
dangerous and more humane than 
conventional bullets. Those on the 
receiving end might be thoughr to be 
" getting off lightly" but this 
euphemistically named weapon travels 
at a velocity of 200 m.p.h. , is made of 
solid PVC, is 5¾" long/1 ½" in 
diameter and weighs 1/, of a pound.

SJ • So there's nobody now in the 
business apart from you?

She managed the Pop 
Group for a while, and the 
Clash for a while, she didn't 

. have a clue. She just loved the 
image of a female manager of 
an all male band, where I don't 
see it like that.

KC Yeah, and what for, as long 
as you don't say .cos I want to 
be renowned, I want to be 
famous, I've got no right to 
do that with my power, it's a 
free power.

I'm mad or cuckoo because I 
just don't see their games, I 
think their games are really 
foolish and they wouldn't do it 
if they weren 't getting paid for 
it, now J have, I've done it 
without getting paid for it and 
I' ll carry on doing it without 
getting paid for it, h's more a 
way of life to me and that's 
partly it, I just start laughing at 
them, I won't have anything to 
do with them and I've got -that 
noteriety in England. I go to 
gigs and people come up to me 
terrified and I'm a really nice 
person, I don't go ape-shit over 
everybody and I don't scream 
and freak out everybody in fact 
I only scream and freak out • 
after a year or so of knowing · 
somebody. I can't see a person 
and have an instant like-dislike, I 
always give people rope and if 
they hang themselves on it that 
is their fault. So I've got this 
reputation in England - oh, 
you're Kay Carroll and don't 
stay very long .

SJ So would you be the only 
woman manager, are you the 
first, is that why? 

KC Well, there's a woman in one of 
my favourite bands, Can. I 
absolutely adore Can, always 
have, and I found out they had 
a woman manager. 

• And I remember the first time 
I heard the Fall, I used to live 
with these guys for a while 
before, I'm 10 years older than 
all of them, I'd just come out of 
these strange relationships and 
music was a joke to me, I said I 
did my bit with the Beatles, you 
know what I mean? And this 
punk thing was just a bunch of 
kids joking and then just one 
day I decided to go and have a 
look at them and I though God, 
they're great, they sound just 
like Can, that's when I got 
hooked . 

I can somehow just support, not 
necessarily do .much, just 
support these women and say 
'.'go on, you can do it" , I think 
It would be a lot better. 

I sat by Helene (the woman 
who promoted the Fall in 
~ustr~lia), she's amazing, she's 
1ncred1ble, she knows everything 
but she's got no belief in 
herself, it's not because she's a 
woman, but it is because she's 
a woman, if she had two heads 
she'd be treated the same if 
she was black she'd be tr~ated 
the same, she's a freak and 
therefore freaks are idiots. Yet 
people like Ken, the way he 
works, or the way Mark works 
it's like the Masonics he's ' 
learnt all his tricks off other men 
if you like, by watching other 
men . Women have never had 
that opportunity. Some of my 
heroes are Bette Davis and 
Barbara Stanwyck, those 
women, you know, they are the 
women I really like the pioneer 
women - "You're going to listen 
for fucks sake this is it , I've had 
enough of your farting around", 
I'm really tempted to do that. 
I've even talked to some guys in 
bands in Australia and they said 
"Stay with us for a while, just a 
while". 

SJ Could you do that? 
KC I think I could, yeah, I was 

married for eight years and had 
my family, I was dead, that was 
it, that was my job, I married 
into a rich family and that was 
me set for the rest of my life. 
Then I started having all these 
affairs, this went on for about 
three years and suddenly I woke 
up one day and thought this is 
cheating, this is crazy, you've 
got this illusion of having a 
happily married home with two 
children yet you're still looking, 
you're still searching for 
something, you shouldn't be 
going with all these men, you 
should be looking for 
something, and the hardest 
thing was to walk out on my 
children , it really was, it was 
heartbreaking . For the first two 
years ·I was expecting the God 
of wrath to come down and kill 
me for that, how can you do 
that?
