The NZ Listener praised Thompson's 
courage in tackling such a politically 
sensitive issue, and called Judges "ar:i 
event of some importance in the 
theatrical history of this country." Other 
reviewers have praised the play's 
powerful dramatic content, and it has 
been described as having "a satirical 
edge, an intensity and passion 
unparalleled in New Zealand theatre." 

Songs To The Judges has attracted a 
lot of interest from the Maori sector of 

the population . When it became known 
that a white playwright was intending to 
write about Maori issues, radicals 
threatened to boycott and picket 
performances. A leading Maori actor 
withdrew in the final stages of rehearsal , 
partly because of such pressure. 

Since Judges opened , however, 
reaction -has been generally favourable. 
Audiences have tended to come from a 
much broader group than is usual for a 
theatre performance. They have been 
entertained and moved and perhaps 
shaken up, particularly by the forceful 
performances of the Maori actors in the 
cast.

Songs To The Judges has been called 
Mervyn Thompson's finest play. For 
more than a decade he has been a 
major influence in New Zealand 
theatre, both as playwright and director . 
Co-founder of the Court Theatre in 
Christchurch, and former Artistic 
Director of Downstage, he is currently

"Raging Bull" - a docudrama executed 
by a partnership from which the film­
going public expects the Great Film. 
Within the cinematic reconstruction of 
Jake La Motta's life - the bloody boxing 
matches, the domestic brawls, the terse 
dialogue of threats and abuse - the two 
"movie brats" have conspired to create 
a work that is both awesome in impact, 
and disgusting in after taste. 

contemporary music, developing those 
influences in the light of accumulated 
wisdom may often give a new edge and 
direction to the music. Byrne and Eno 
having made the journey, bring back an 
album of such breadth and scope that its 
importance should not be 
underestimated. Both have dabbled in 
this form before; neither have taken it 
quite so far. 

The depth of the African influence is 
profound.

Scorcese is not a director who seeks to 
entertain. Instead, his films assault the 
viewer. "Raging Bull" bombards the 
human sensory equipment with images, 
both aural and visual. of relentless 
brutality. Shot in stark black and white. 
the screen is constantly engulfed by the 
slow motion destruction of faces by 
gloved fists. No technicolour blood bath 
cliches instead, sequences of 
carefully choreographed mutilation. In 
the last of La Motta's boxing matches, 
close-ups of De Niro's rugged face are 
accompanied by a soundtrack of 
breaking bones, and pulverised teeth. A 
total poetry of violence. 

The ragging bull's brutality is not 
confined merely within the roped 

limits of the boxing ring. La Motta 
stampedes through human relationships 
with a lack of subtlety that is horrifying. 
No one is sacred. The women he 
possesses, the brothc.1'1' he uses - all are 
subjected to a barrage of insults, verbal 
and physical. Scorcese's obsession with 
machismo La Motta is the 
embodiment of the director's loathing 
for a male ethic that rests upon self­
expression through violence, a strident 
contempt for others, and a ceaseless 
battle for supremacy.

0 ne of the most noticable changes in 
music over the last five years has 

been the advent 0f synthesizers. A lot of 
groups that have sprung into 
prominence during that period use 
synth's as a major part of their sound, 
and of course in any musical division 
there are the extremists. In this case, Tbe 
Humc;1n League who, apart from vocals, 
use nothing but synthesizers. Human 
League, originally from Sheffield, one of 
Britain's many industrial paradises, was 
formed in '77 during the punk regime 
and naturally didn't get anywhere until 
late '79, when they released their debut 
album "Reproduction"., It is a 
particularly crass piece of work with the 
songs all sounding very similar and 
sterile and including an atrocious 
rendition of an old Phil Spector song. 

The second album "Travelogue" is a 
vast improvement 011 the former, with a 
greater diversity of material and a 
breakdown of their harsh sterilized 
s.ound. 

"Being Boiled", which is the single from 
the album and was recorded long 
before most of the other songs, 
appeared on the "Birgin Bootleg 
Album" and is reminiscent of the 
"Reproduction" sound, but the League 
have really branched out with some 
brilliant material lrke "Crow and Baby", 
"Gordon's Gin" and "The Black Hit of 
Space" which appears to be a self­
parady with lyrics: 

"Thought I'd put a record on 
I reached for the one with the 

ultra modern label 
It had a futuristic cover ... 
And futuristic sounds warbled off and 

on" 

This album proves that The Human 
League are slowly evolving and 

progressing with their sound, which 
implies their third could be even better, 
not bad for a group Johnnie Rotten once 
called "a bunch of trendy hippies". 

In comparison OMO has already come 
of age, "Organisation" is more 
accessible and commercial than 
Travelogue and the songs are generally 
quieter and unlike. the League use a 
variety of instruments including bass, 
electric and acoustic piano, and electric 
percussion.

The play 
centres around the domineering misfit 
of Beatrice Hunsdorfer, malcontent 
extraordinaire, boasting sarcastically of 
her half life. 

she has the resonsibility of her 
daughter Ruth (Miranda Harcourt), 
often subject to epileptic fits, and Tillie, 
the plain, shy, scientific prodigy (played 
by Ruth McIntyre). Lynne Aldridge ~s 
Beatrice skillfully captured the despair, 
the neuroses and negativeness of a 

unconcerned with her children's school 
progress and doting on Nanny, the 
geriatric woman boarder, who provides 
$50 a week for the family to live on. 

The play unfolds by a series of 
vignettes and acts bringing the family 
closer together, however temporarily. 

Beatrice's lament ,is clear: "I hat'= life, 
Matilda." All the actresses did well to 
hold an American accent through 
sometimes rapid speeches. 

The play flowed well , each act 
completing another drop to family 
melancholy. 

Nanny, the "half-corpse" with her 
'clicking' tri-support provided a more 
passive character; a nuisance value to 
Beatrice who reinforced the domestic 
scene and was a reminder to Beatrice of 
the perfunctory nature of existence. The 
title of the play comes from Tillie and 
her school-experiments with atomic 
rays on the growth of marigolds. 

How the outside world views Beatrice 
Hunsdorfer· is gaug~d by brilliantly 
feigned telephone conversations she has 
with the school, particularly science 
teacher Mr Goodman. 

They finally get a chance to see Mrs 
Hunsdorfer at Tillie's prize-giving at the 
Science Fair but a taunt of Betty Lune 
(Beatrice's nickname) by Ruth as the taxi 
is waiting, cuts Beatrice down and 
refuses to go. 

An all-woman cast allowed the 
actresses more freedom with their 
thoughts and actions. 

Beatrice sums up the men in her life 
by saying: "You know the only man I 
ever loved was my father." 

Her children are so often punch bags 
for her aired grievances; many of her 
speeches are also delivered semi­
soliloquoy style. 

Lightning created by flashing set lights 
at the window was a clever lighting 
effect, so too was the torch used during 

the blackout to create a spotlight effect 
for Beatrice. 

The theme lies in the marigolds; their 
fate like that of the tortured family, all 
products of the environment exposed to 
particular gamma rays; some surviving; 
others destroyed. Marigolds, two· years 
off Broadway received such bestowals 
as the New York Drama Critics Circle' 
Award, best American play 1970 and 
the 1971 Pulitzer prize. 

Craig Hood's Dramasoc production is 
also to be commended for a good 
choice of play and fine acting from _ 
Lynne Aldridge, Ruth McIntyre, 
Miranda Harcourt, Rosemary Baird and 
Tammy Watson .

!though there is the hint that there has 

en suffering in her life at some stage. 

he meets Victor on the train between 
ondon and Oxford, and they are 

immediately attracted to each other. At 
first, very little is known about Victor, 
until they become lovers, and Delores 
finds out he is an American , who is 
helping to open a branch of a large 
electronics firm in London. Victor is 
married, and is also going to be in 
England for a year. • 

Dolores is a feminist, she has also 
been celebrate for a number of 

years after various unfortunate affairs, 
and also after realising that she had no 
time in her life for relationships. She is 
happy with her life. She is widely 
travelled , enjoys teaching, and is liked 
and respected by both her students and 
fellow teachers. Dolores therefore has 
many doubts as to whether she should 
have a relationship with Victor.

There are various chapter headings 
such as, "Who is a feminist?" , " What 
have these women g~t in common with 
me?", and "Feminists are everywhere." 
She stresses the point that many women 
are afraid of the word "feminist" , 
because it seems distasteful, even 
though they may support all the basic 
demands, such as more recognition of 
what women do in the home, the need 
for more information on the pill and 

whether she can be bothered to spend 
time explaining what she believes is the 
oppression of women in society, 
because explaining takes up a lot of 
energy that she could well us elsewhere. 
However, she decides that even though 
Victor does not understand he was at 
-least making an effort 'to try to, and for 
the meantime that was enough . And so, 
their relationship continues. 

" The Bleeding Heart" concentrates to a 
large extent on Dolores' and Victor's 
past Jather than their present day to day 
experiences. It seems that their pasts 
have had quite important effects on how 
they react to present situations. 

For example, their marriages and 
relationships within them play an 

important part in the book. 

Neither ·have had good marriages, but 
Victor has difficulty in seeing why he, as 
a man, was the main reason that his 
marriage went wrong. He had failed to 
understand why his wife was upset that 
he spent so much time at work, and why 
his children treated him as a stranger. 
With Dolores' guidance he began to see 
his mistakes, an,d how he made them, 

other contraceptives, free quality day 
care, and equal pay antj opportunity in 
the workforce. However, propaganda 
against feminists and their demands 
such as " all feminists are out to destroy 
the family," has given a biased view to 
many women, according to Jenny 
Phillips. . 

This booklet tries to get rid of this 
view, successfully. It is only 21 pages 
long, and is very easily read . She has no 
need to go into the theories of feminism , 
but spends most of the time answering 

not because of his own personality but · 
the pressures from society on how a 
man is expected to behave. 

However, there are times when Dolores 
and Victor are very separate from each 
other. Dolores especially often wonders 
how she can carry on with her 
relationship with Victor. Maybe he 
wants another woman just like his wife.
