onathan Elsom returns to the
Court especially to play the
lead in Amadeus.

Peter Shaffer’s latest play has
received numerous awards, including
four Best New Play Awards, and is at
present playing to capacity houses in
London, New York, Paris, Sydney and
Melbourne.

A chance to play the central
role of Salieri was the prime
reason for Mr Elsom returning to the
Court Theatre. The part of Salieri has
been described as one of the most
spectacular created in the last twenty
years.
Amadeus was inspired by the
music of Mozart, and the
mystery of his early death, aged only
35. It examines the intriguing legend
that Mozart was poisoned by his arch
rival, the mediocre court composer
Salieri.
alieri, the virtuous and
diligent, has given himself to
God that he might realise his sole
ambition to be a great composer. To
him, Mozart seems a foul-mouthed,
graceless libertine, who has realised
that very ambition without effort and
who can compose divine music
without setting down his billiard cue.
This unjust paradox and the realisation
that he is the only person alive who
recognised Mozart’s true genius, drives
Salieri to plot revenge.
haffer has created a thrilling,
colourful play, equal in
theatricality to his Equus and Royal
Hunt of the Sun and, in the roles of
Salieri and Mozart, two of the most
spectacular and demanding acting
roles in modern times.
he piercing insights into the
mind of the artist and the
injustices of genius give the play power
and exude an overwhelming terror that
sets it apart from other conventional
costume thrillers.
Martyn Duffy, himself an
accomplished musician,
returns from the recent tour of Evita to
play Mozart.

Murree Hutchison leaves the Court
to return to Australia after the opening
of Amadeus. The costumes for
Amadeus will be a sparkling reminder
of his excellent work in the theatre.

David Thornley, whose sets for
Elephant Man and Ring Round the
Moon were so evocative, designs the
landscape for Salieri's fevered memory .,

Stuart Devenie leaves the stage after
his brilliant performances in The Miser
and Macbeth, to direct his first
production for the yewar. Amadeus
opens June 5.

CHILLS,
VERLAINES,
STONES, SNEAKY
FEELINGS:

A DUNEDIN EP
FLYING NUN

n an Auckland centred country
Christchurch sometimes seems
so far out of contention that Dunedin
might as well be on the other side of
the world. But then again Dunedin
seems to have other roles in this world
that go beyond being the butt of snide
Auckland jokes (back in the garage,
Crawlers), Roger Sheperd knows that
and so should anyone who takes a
moment to consider that two of our
finest bands have extensive Dunedin
connections (Clean and Toy Love).
nd there are more at home
like them as the Flying Nun
life in Dunedin exists project set out to
prove. Four bands on a double twelve
inch EP. One side, one label and one
cover per band that ends up as one of
the most spectacular projects
undertaken to date by an independent
label in this country.
ut first a word of warning.
Dunedin music exists in a
different time span to the rest of the
country. This is a late sixties timewarp,
mined by more modern sensibilities.
The Dunedin bible’s battered pages
don’t run to chapters on Ska, Funk or
the New Romantics. There isn’t an
entry under ‘trend’ either. This isn't it
ain’t what you dance, it the way you
dance it. What you dance is very
important in Dunedin. The Velvet
Underground for one, Love and the
West Coast psychedelics for another
and the Who and the British Invasion
for a third. And ever .present a clear
lineage going back through the Clean
to Toy Love to the Enemy. All of
which is not to suggest for one
moment that we're dealing with
Xeroxed identikit museum pieces here.
Those influences affect each of these
bands but in different ways each time.
Dunedin is an attitude not a sound.
To star at the top is to start
with the Chills because if you
fold the cover the other way it crinkles
unfortunately.

Some prejudice | can’t now track
down put me off the Chills when | saw
them live but on vinyl they’re a
revelation, enough to make me wonder
what the hell | was thinking of. Their
three songs are more sophisticated and
more intricate than the others here.
"“Kaleidoscope World"" appropriately
enough goes round and round in
circles with a twist at every turn.
*Satin Doll” has a Japanese sound
and feel that should by rights sound
incredibly hackneyed but which the
Chills pull off perfectly. The secret to
the Chills is their uncanny grasp and
use of dynamics that work every time,
even to the point where “(Frantic)
Drift”, more orthodox than the rest,
still charms.

Sneaky Feelings have twelve
string guitars, a passing
acquaintance with the Byrds, an
affection for Love and a respect for
mid sixties British. “Pity’s Sake’" is
layered and dense, heartfelt and
entrancing. “There’s A Chance” is
faster with a stunning hook, whilst
““Backroom’” builds and then
(disappointingly) fails to do justice to
itself. =
The Verlaines are more straight-
forward, still finding their
way. A lineup change and time and
working wonders for them. “Angela”!

is unnecessarily jerky at

commencement but some inspired
guitar work and an impressive middle
section pull it through. ““Crisis after
Crisis” is longer but more even and a
fairer indication of the band’s strength.
“You Cheat Yourself’ continues the
Verlaines brand of chunky chords

Boodle, Boodle, Boodle, must
rank, both in terms of critical
acclaim and sales, as one of the great
New Zealand records. ““Boodle” is one
hell of an act to follow.

“Great Sounds Great” is similarly a
twelve inch EP, no comic this time but |
two extra songs (seven in all) and a full
colour cover reeking of all manner of
seedy psychedelia.

To business. Side one is

allegedly the “easy listening,

laid back side’’. It kicks off with
"“Fish"" a driving guitar centred
instrumental with sixties tinging.
“Flowers' is a love song of sorts,
quieter and sparser, almost wistful.
"Side On” is off the wall, tinny,
Velvets influenced thrash trash. The
Clean have teeth,

it's the button down lip.

It's bread and butter,

it's father and mother.”

"“Slug Song"’ finishes, Mid period
Dylan.. The organ a winner. Don’t
ever change.

Side two is the (wait for it)
¥ “uneasy, crazy, paranoid,
schizophrenic, frantic, heavy side”
and just to prove it meet ‘‘Beatnik’’, a
glorious dancing pop song replete with
twelve string guitar and more glorious
organ work. All hinting at Toy Love at
their most respectable. The film clip
will explain all. “End Of My Dream” is
the closest the record gets to a “Point
That Thing’” magnum opus but | can’t
help thinking that the Teardrop
exploded there first. And one more to
finish off. On Again, Off Again, is
more pop, too short for my liking but
worthy none the less.
he Clean set themselves a
very hard task in trying to
follow up the sublime ““Boodle”. It
pales slightly beside that work, it has a
thinness that gets on my nerves
slightly and at times | feel they’ve sold
themselves short. As a person who
dabbles with radio stations, | could
shoot them for seguing “Beatnik’’ into
“End Of My Dream’’ thus rendering
both all but unplayable individually.
But those reservations aside ““Great
Sounds Great”” is none the less fully
worth possessing. Neil Young once
said that having found the middle of
the road with “Harvest’’ he
immediately split (sic) for the side of
the road where the going was rougher
but far more interesting. The cover of
“Great Sounds Great” says MOR and
AOR stink. The Clean have always
been SOR ‘side of the road.’ They're
alive and well and living in
Christchurch. Give them their due.

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or their major production of
1982, the University of
Canterbury Drama Society has chosen
an historical drama by Arthur Miller,
The Crucible.
A gripping play about one of the
darker periods of history, The Crucible
traces the appalling story of the 1692
Salem witch hunts. Parallels have been
drawn between some of the central
themes of this play and the McCarthey
trials, topical at the time the play was
written.
Miller, an American, is
recognised as a leading
twentieth century dramatist whose
works include Death of a Salesman
(1949) and A View From the Bridge
(1955). A two time winner of the New
York Drama Critics Award, Arthur
Miller received the Pulitzer Prize in
1949.
Set against the austere and
puritanical background of
Massachusets society, the action of
the play takes place on several levels.
Five young women have been
discovered dancing naked in the forest
by Reverend Parris (Paul Gregary
Hunt), including his daughter Betty
(Ruth Carter), and niece Abigail
Williams (Miranda Harcouirt). Betty
becomes gravely ill and witchcraft is
blamed for her sickness. Abigail and
the other girls then set about accusing
and framing women from their village
whom they dislike, in order to clear
themselves.

here is an underlying theme

of sexual frustration. Abigail
has had an affair with John Proctor
(Rupert Ward) who then rejects her.
To get her own back Abigail accuses
Elizabeth Proctor (Debbie Hall), Johns’
wife, of being possessed.

Because of the nature of their trials
as witches, the accused must either
confess and face sentence, or be
hung. Either way their fate seems
sealed.

ne of the great attractions of

The Crucible for Dramasoc
was the large cast required. Though
there is a cast of twenty, there are few
minor parts. The character develop in
such a way as to reveal a great deal
about their personalities, by placing
them in different situations and inviting
the audience to examine their
reactions. .

A great deal of preparation has gon
into The Crucible. The cast has been
rehearsing every day for the last six
weeks. Their costumes, which have
been borrowed from the Court
Theatre, are authentic.

he set design, by Bernie

Frankpit, is intended to carry
on the motif of the crucible. The effect
of placing the plays action within this
non-representational setting is also
supposed to emphasize the universal
nature of the play.

s a bizzare contrast to the

central theme of the-play,
Bing Crosby’s “Dear Hearts and Gentle
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People’” has been selected as theme
music for The Crucible. Even more
freakish is the use of music by Krzyztof
Penderecki at various points during the
production.

Director Paul Bushnell (founder
of the Magic Custard
Company) has not been responsible for
a production on this scale before.
However he hopes to achieve a very
professional result thanks to the degree
of preparation and number of people
involved in The Crucible.

So far the wominspeak articles
have been mainly rhetorical in nature and
have attracted criticism for
stereotyping, sexism and prejudice to
sexual orientation. The writers clearly
are familiar with the literature; | wonder
if they can support their assertions with
arguments of their own.

Having had little contact with
h | expect that many are

gay males. | am not c ing gay
men for not conforming to the macho
e — some of them do. Gay male
sexism, especially in some parts of their
subculture, does exist. Besides their sex,
as women, | can't help wondering if that
may be why lesbians don't join gay
organisations. Another way that debars
them from a status as alternate lifestyle
is the impersonal and transitory nature
of their sexual encounters.

The Cake

125 grams of butter or margarine

1 cup demerara sugar

3-4 tablespoons of milk

2% cups of wholemeal flour

2 teaspoons of baking powder

3 cups of grated raw carrot

J%-1 teaspoon each of powdered cloves, cinnamon,
and allspice.

The Icing

1 container of cream cheese

% cup icing sugar

% cup melted butter

1 teaspoon of vanilla essence

Preheat oven to 350F (180C). An even heat is
essential for even cooking of this delicious sweet.
Cream the butter (or margarine) till it is light and
fluffy, then blend in demerara sugar and milk. Stir
rapidly until all is liquid, then sift in flour and baking
powder. Leave that to rest and grate carrots into a
large bowl. Sprinkle spices over carrots, then add
flour mixture and mix together with fingers. Bake in
2 bread tins or one 8 inch square baking tin, having
oiled and floured the tins first, for about 1 hour. A
knife should be inserted and come out clean when
the cake is done.

While the cake is baking beat together the icing
ingredients. Allow cake to cool before icing.
