I 
must confess to a liking of 

the BRF style of music. It is 
music to listen to and be 

moved by. Music about life, 
the fears, hopes and 
observations of people. Beat 
Rhythm Fashion use their 
music to create mood and 
convey a message through that 
mood. At the Gladstone the 
audience acknowledged and 
appreciated this but at Pj's the 
band's efforts wece wasted on 
an unreceptive crowd. 

Sometimes criticised for 
sounding too much like The 
Cure, I found that after 
listening to them for a while, 
the comparisons grew further 
and further apart. BRF music is 
more positive, helping to 
identify problems, thereby 
offering a partial solution, 
where The Cure regress into 
despair at their situation 

The quality of the sound at 
both gigs was good, the 
Gladstone PA reaching a 
clarity rarely attained at live 
performances. 

Crowd reaction at the 
Gladstone was good, however, 
the reaction at PJ's where the 
crowd are accustomed to high 
paced poppier music, called 
for something they could 
dance to. BRF did not comply 
with the demands and the 
crowd become cynical. 
"Although audience comment 
and band reply were 
entertaining, it could hardly 
be called a positive reaction.

he first thing you notice 
about this record Is the 
flashy album cover -

New Zealand catches up In 
the world of cover art. 

The second thing you notice 
is the good production and 
recording, showing that the 
Blams album wasn't just a 
lucky break. 

This proves New Zealand 
bands have the ability to do as 
good as any overseas bands _in 
getting the product across with 
no handicaps. 

The next thing you look at is 
the actual music. Two out of 
three's not bad. The Meemees 
have some excellent songs on 
this album but unfortunately 
there's also a lot of crap. Your 
Accent - jerky, disjointed and 
irritating. Since the song is 
about scraping accents, the 
irritating bit may be relevant 
but it doesn't make a good 
song. Dali's Moustache - get 
out your hat with bananas on 
it and do the rumba. This song 
has a Caribbean rhythm to it, 
and is obviously a joke song, 
but its presence on this album 
hampers the success mood of 
the rest of the album. It may 
be well done but it's out of 
place. 

Paradise also contains a lot 
of acceptable but ·not up to 
standard material. Days go by, 
Coloured Days and F is for 
Fear. These songs are,OK in 
the most passive forms but for 
some reason they just don't 
work. 

Orson Weltes is good. The 
rest of the stuff is bloody 
excellent. 

Days of Heaven is my 
favourite song on the album. It 
seems to shine above the rest. 
Following closely behind is 
Miro Miro, an exercise in 
mood music carried off well. 
Sunday Boys is as good as it 
was when released on a single. 
Hardly Moved by it and What 
do Eyes See are both good 
songs; they are interesting and 
they draw the listener's . 
attention. Hardly Moved by ,t 
establishes a mood which is 
moving. 

T
he Meemees problem 
seems partially to be in 
weak material. Not even 

good production can fix that in 
the long run. Sooner or later 
the listener is going to have to 
take the songs on their own 
merits and that's when they 
fall. ' 

On the other hand good 
production can make a good 
song even better and that's 
what makes the good songs on 
this album rise well above the 
rest. The backing orchestration 
on Days of Heaven is brilliant. 
The instrumentation aod 
standard of playing is 
exceptional throughout the 
album, except for Micheal's 
mistake at the beginning of 
Miro Miro (you didn't think 
anyone would notice did 
youn. . 

The good songs alone make 
this album worth the price 
paid for it... as for the rest you 
can take them or leave theme

T
he Cure have a problem. 
It seems they al I suffer 
from a case of manic 

depression. They assured us 
there would be a change in 
style when they were last here 
and hinted at it with their EP 
"Charlotte Sometimes" and its 
B side "Splintered in her 
Head". 

Pornography proves the EP's 
hint meaningless, so let's all 
get out our pills and get 
depressed and maybe we can 
work ourselves into a suicidal 
stupor. Pornography has four 
songs on each side, and is at 
least as depressing as Faith, 
probably even more so. That's 
good or bad depending on 
how you look at it. 

This record has its pluses 
and minuses. I'm sure they will 
all become pluses with time 
(with Cure albums that's 
always the way). 

The points at the moment 
anyway, are the insistent 
pounding of rolhurst's drums. 
They've become a little too 
loud and "out front" 
compared with previous 
albums, and they really do 
pound on this album in 
contrast to the crash of the 
predecessors. 

Smith's voice no longer sings 
his message as well as he did. 
It grows close to a complaining 
moaning speech on some 
songs, "One Hundred Years" 
in particular is irritating. 

T
he lyrics of Pornography 
are printed so there can 
be no misinterpreting 

what is often hard to hear on 
record. They offer a more 
·ind~pth and personal probe 
into the twisted tormented and 
unpleasant world of the Cure. 
The imagery used is vivid but 
the overall picture painted is 
often so complex that it is 
incomprehensible. With the 
bad points (?) aside, 
Pornography also contains 
some brilliant tracks. Maybe 
not enough to hold the most 
distant Cure fan but plenty 
enough to hold the converted. 
"Strange Day" creates a warm 
feeling inside not because of 
its message but because of its 
quality. "A Short Term Effect" 
has a similar effect. 

The attack of "The Hanging 
Carden" is an enjoyable and 
pleasing relief from its 
surroundings. 
"Siamese Twins " is withdrawn 
and depressing in the extreme 
but an excellent track 
none-the-less. It would round 
off an album of depression 
nicely, but there's still one side 
to go. It typifies the Cure's 
dilemma of the dead end 
they've driven themselves into.

Not taking 
any credit away from the band 
who have worked very hard to 
get where they are, over six 
months of solid gigging, 
sometimes playing twice in 
one night. 

Anyway the record. The 
quality of the music is high. 
Victoria is quite a moving 
piece. The lyrics tell a not so 
happy story which the music 
creates a mood to suit. An 
excellent song which could be 
a hit, (it will have to be to sell 
the one thousand "limited 
ed ition" 12 inch singles). 

There was a lot of fuss about 
going to Auckland to record 
and gett ing a string section for 
the music. Recording in 
Auckland has paid off with a 
first class quality sound 
achieved, but what was all the 
fuss about the strings? The 
song was just as good without 
them. 

Can't Kiss the Lips of a 
Memory is a good Exponents 
song, but not one of their best. 
Overall this is a worthy release 
for any band. The thing which 
annoys me is that there are 
only two average size songs on

Kirsty Marshall 
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The Seagull 
Court Theatre 

C
hekhov's tragi-comic 
is one of the first and 
greatest plays of the 

modern theatre. The Seagull, 
the earliest of his four major 
plays, dearly displays the 
poetic realism, accurate 
character observation and 
delicate humour that gave rise 
to a major revolution in theatre 
methodology. 

From The Seagull the great 
Russian teacher Stanislavski 
began developing the theories 
that now form the basis of 
most modern acting training. 

The Seagull is a wry view of 
Russian provincial life in 1890. 
As in Three Sisters seen 
recently at the Court, Chekhov 
gives us a picture that is 
equally applicable to modern 
New Zealand life and 
aspirations. 

At its centre is the rivalry of 
two writers, Konstantin, young 
and gauche and Trigorin, 
sophisticated and 
accomplished. They vie . for 
the love of Nina, a beautiful 
country girl. Between them is 
the spoilt and successful 
actress, Madame Arkadina , 
Konstantin''s mother. 

The characters are vividly 
real, superbly observed, full of 
life and aspirations. They are at 
once pitiable and slightly 
ridiculous, lovable and 
endearingly stupid. Chekhov 
loves his characters as he 
laughs at them and his wry 
loving attitude gives the play a 
lightness that makes it a true 
comedy. 

Madame Arkadina , the 
demanding and 
flamboyant actress, is 

played by Elizabeth Moody 
whom the Court welcomes 
back after too long an 
absence. Trigorin, the role that 
Stanislavski himself played in 
Russia, is an ideal part for 
Jonathan Elsom. The full width 
of the Court stage has been . 
utilised by Simon Allison. Elnc 
Hooper directs. 

The Seagull stands as one of 
the most moving, amusing 
plays ever written, even after 
ninety years. There is still no 
distance between ourselves 
and these charming and 
curious Russians spending their 
holiday by a summer lake in 
1898. 

Chekhov, i'n a letter to a 
friend, ~ummed up the play 
best of all. 

"I'm wnt,ng a play, 1t 1s a 
comedy with three female 
parts, six male parts, four acts, 
a landscape (view of a lake), a 
lot of talk about literature .. 
and a hundredweight and a 
half of love." 
·Ant@n Chekhov was born in 

1860 into a family of six 
children, a family brought out 
of serfdom just nineteen years 
earlier. His father, a poor 
.grocer, was fanatically devoted 
to Christianity and hard work. 

He trained as a doctor in 
Moscow, however, with the 
growth of his writing career his 
medical work all but vanished, 
although his respect for 
science and intelligence stayed 
with him throughout his life. 

Chekhov resisted the urgings 
of his contemporaries to join 
the furious and fractionated 
politics of \he day. He 
preferred to remain a "free 
artist". His determination to 
view "life as it was", his 
cfislike of false philosphies, 
metaphysical and religious 

·generalisation, and his 
rejection of the prevailing 
mood of over-theatricalism 
produced the accurate 
character observations of his 
four great plays, The Seagull, 
Uncle Vanya, Three Sisters 
and The Cherry Orchard. 
These were the basis for many 
of the techniques of the ' 
modern theatre•

In fact a 'compare 
and contrast' exercise is 
probably the best way to go 
about describing this new play. 
If 'Alf' was like a stormy sea 
then 'Ptolemy' is more of a 
gentle swell. The standard of 
'Ptolemy' is higher overall than 
'Alf' but it perhaps fails to 
reach the heights of the 
former. Likewise, it is not so 
frenzied as Alf and, in some 
places, is too sedate, almost 
coming to-a stop.-There are 

gone am_iss. Perhaps, the best 
thing about this play compared 
to 'Alf', though, is the fact that 
the humour does not depend 
on anything likely to be 
outside the audience's 
experience or imaginative 
capacity. 

Diplodolicus (Dip to his 
friends) is a creature born out 
of the desire of Horrick, late 
Jurassic janitor, to keep his 
bones off the menu of the 
nation. To this end he intends 
to install Dip in the sanctuary 
of the Hall of Egyptology, 
domain of Terry Osbert. 
Terry's main concern, 
however, is preserving the 
bandaged remains of the_ late 
(rather too late as it turns out) 
Ptolemy. Horrick is aided in 
his scheme by the • 
lexicographical longings of 
Miss Gittings - 'specialist in 
alphabetical seduction'. And 
there all might have ended 
happily but for a metaphysical 
cat, a do-it-yourself dinosaur 
book, and a spelling lesson. 

David Copeland, as Terry 
Osbert, turns in a good 
performance in the sort 

of role we have come to 
expect. However, he somehow 
fails to inspire in the way that 
he has done in the past. This 
may be due to the fact that a 
role written for him, as this 
one is, is perhaps more 
restrictive than one written 
generally which he can pick 
up and int'hpret more freely. 
As Horrick, Tony Warren 
provided a quiet contrast t_o 
the exuberance of the other 
members of the cast. He was, 
at once, the most pathetic and 
most sympathetic character. 
His role seems, in retrospect, 
fairly tightly defined by the 
situation and so it would be 
good to see him in other 
performances with more 
freedom. For me, Mary 
Spencer as Miss Gittings and 
the hysterical medium, was the 
best member of the cast.· In 
'Ptol~my' she brings .a sparkle 
of life to the proceedings 
which it sometimes needs 
badly. Miss Spencer does not 
have a lot to do in the play but 
she does what she does do 
well. Her part is a sort of stage 
cartoon and she plays it very 
thoroughly. 

The set, as usual, is well • 
designed and helps to give an 
impression of museum-like 
proportions and mushiness. 
This is no mean feat in a 
theatre which reminds me of 
nothing more than the corner 
of a shearing shed (you get . 
used to it). Indeed, if you have 
never been to a performance 

• in the Studio, then the 
surroundings are an 
experience in themselves. 

Peter Hawes' ability as a 
playwright is definitely 
improving and this, combined 
with his well known flair for 
both subtle and painfully 
obvious wit, makes 'Ptolemy's 
Dip' an enjoyable play and

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Thy Kingdom Come? 
There is a lot of discussion going on in 

some circles of the University about the 
Kingdom of God. These discussions 
seem to centre on what our response to 
the Kingdom of God should be. It seems 
essential to me that we should first 
understand what the term means and 
s.omething of its historical use before 
making any response to th[s vague term 
'Kingdom of God'. 

In all the Synoptic Gospels the 
Kingdom of God is a major theme. 
Matthew, Mark and Luke all have two or 
more chapters extensively devoted to 
the nature of the Kingdom of God and 
all have clear details about the nature of 
its inception. 

When Jesus spoke of the Kingdom of 
God he meant a new world order, 
replacing this one, with justice for all, 
especially the poor, oppressed, hungry 
and sorrowful. It was to arrive soon, 
suddenly and unexpected, and if we 
read Matthew 13: 49-50 correctly, with a 
good deal of violence. Yet despite the 
strong scriptural emphasis concerning 
the Kingdom of God, the use of the 
phrase rapidly declined after about 100 
AD. There were several reasons for this. 

The first is that although Jesus laid 
considerable emphasis on the imminent 
coming of the Kingdom of God the 
Gospel preached and lived by the early 
Christians, especially from Paul 
onwards! focused directly on Jesus as 
the sole Lord and Saviour of mankind. A 
second reason can be found in the rapid 
spread of Christianity during the first 
two centuries . The very first Christians 
were Jews, and for them the phrase 
Kingdom of God had very rich . 
associations with ancient Jewish 
traditions. With the rapid spread of 
Christianity it became more and more 
Gentile and less and less Jewish. For the 
numerically dominant Gentile, the 
phrase Kingdom of God had none of the 
associations it originally had for the first 
Jewish Christians. 

By the end of the first century the 
promised Kingdom had failed to appear 
and there was a very strong need to 
reinterpret the exact meaning of the 
phrase. Obviously the one place where 
an expression of the Kingdom of God 
was manifest was within the Christian 
community itself, and so the Church 
identified itself more and more with the 
Kingdom of God and its new order. 
Hence the threat felt by non-Christian 
Rome to the existing social order. 

For the Church, its members were 
continuous. The Church consisted not 
only of the living but also of the blessed 
departed souls who are in the presence 
of God (i.e. heaven). So more and more, 
assisted possibly by the union of church 
and state, the new order of the Kingdom 
of God became equated with an other­
wordly reality which became the 
ultimate goal of Christians. The Church 
was supported in this claim by 
Matthew's Gospel, 16:18-20. So for 
almost the next four hundred years 
whenever the Church spoke of the

This was not to last however and th 
first signs of a change are to be'found ie 
Luther's reinterpret~tion of the Kingdo~ 
of God as the inward relationship 
between the Christian and God. The 
return to the original scriptural meaning 
of the _Kingdom of_ God was later further 
consolidated during the Nineteenth 
century. 

The development of Biblical criticism 
and the quest for the historical Jesus 
assisted those, but I believe that by far 
the major force in demanding a new 
assessment of the Kingdom of God and 
Heaven was the rapid secularization and 
,industrialization of society. With the 
industrial revolution and the first 
attempts at an analysis of society by 
Marx in 1848 people became less and 
less concerned with the supernatural 
and hereafter and more concerned with 
his present situation and the kind of 
world they lived in. 

. Within m'?st churches this challenge 
of modernity has resulted in a 
reassessment of their function and the 
conclusion that they must face the 
problems and challenges of the world if 
they are to have any credibility with 
modern people. Some more progressive 
branches of the churches see their role 
primarily as one of acting as instruments 
of God to bring about the foundation of 
Jesus' Kingdom of God here and now. 
To a certain extent this concern with the 
Kingdom of God as the hope for this 
world is a return to true scriptural 
Christianity. 

Obviously though, true Christianity 
involves more than this . Jesus gave the 
apostles their mission to prepare this 
world for his return and foundation of a 
new social order . It seems then that this 
is the best example we could emulate. If 
we are true Christians, holy huddles and 
introverted prayer groups are not the 
correct way to develop or express one's 
faith. The only true expression of the 
Christian faith must be one where 
Christians see themselves as 
instruments of God actively working for 
the Kingdom .
