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King Neptune must be turning in
his grave. Named after his elegant,
triple-pronged spear is “the  most

expensive and destructive weapons
system in history”: Trident.

Certainly the statistics, like most fairly
in(‘ompro[mnsihIe figum:s aSS()(‘iqt(r(i
with the arms race, are quite staggering.
It is the United States’ submarine and
missile system replacing the polaris and
Poseidon submarines and is about the
length of two rugby fields, about four
stories high and carries 24 1mis
Fach missile carries 14 warheads
independently targeted so that (24 x 14)
408 targets can be hit simultaneously
with five times the force that annihilated
Hiroshima — from one Trident sub. The
navy plans to build thirty by 1990, at a
cost of $3 Billion each — an amount
equal to the total US federal education
budget.

Peacemaking Effort

Recently the yacht “Pacific
peacemaker” berthed at Lyttleton en
route to Bangor in the Puget Sound area
of Washington state. The first Trident
sub, operational on November 7, 1981,
will be “home basing” here after
undergoing sea trials and travelling from
its construction site in  Croton,
Connecticut. The home basing occurs in
about June this year, and Pacific
Peacemaker hopes to join other boats in
resistance to it. A boat voyage to
Vladivostok, USSR, to protest against
Russian military might is also planned.

“Failsafe-Triad”

The US has three separately ready
nuclear forces, each a hedge against the
possible failure of the other two. This
“Strategic Triad” is composed of land-
based intercontinental ballistic missiles
(ICBMs), long-range-range aircraft (B-52s
and F-111 bombers) .and sea based
ballistic missiles carried on submarines
(SLBMs). The Trident is the latest and
test” of this latter third of the
ad”.

a Mad World

So why isn't everyone scared to hell
by this thing called Trident? Because, of
course, of Mutually Assured Destruction
(MAD), that everyone has heard of and
which means that if one superpower
launches an attack on the other, the
other is still able to retaliate equally,
which  means that (hopefully) the
superpower won't attack in the first
place. This has kept the peace between
the superpowers since WWII and it will
do s0 in the future, so the story goes.
Well it may have done, and it may do.

But MAD is on the way oul. There is
considerable evidence that a new overall
military balance is developing, of which
Trident is a leading part. This is the so-
called “first-strike capacity”. First strike
means a superpower may altack the
other, knocking out its missiles (chiefly)
and its communications and
reconnaisance system, so that the other
superpower  cannot  retaliate.  The
disincentive 1o attack provided under
MAD is gone under first-strike.

First to Fire

Robert (. Aldridge, formerly an
deronautical  engineer for Lockheed
(h'slgning nuclear missiles, now full-time
bPeace campaigner, says that Trident will
be a true first-strike weapon. To destoy
an - opponents  silo-sheltered  inter-
continental missiles  and military
tommand centr more powerful and
dccurate missiles are needed.

And this is precisely what has
happened with Trident. There are two
generations of Trident missile, the C-4
and C-5 (to be distinguished from the
“Trident” submarine which is, more
accurately, an “Ohio ¢ submarine).
The C-5 is the later and nastier
generation. It improves enormously
upon the two aspects, power and
accuracy, of the Poseidon missile it is
replacing. Poseidon could car
kiloton warheads with accuracy of
hitting the target within 1800 feet.,
Trident (C-5) carries 14 150-kiloton or 7
300-kiloton warheads and accura
shaved down to within 300 feet. This
increased power and accuracy makes
Trident a fully first-strike weapon. More
generally, Trident couples with massive
efforts by the US to track Soviet

“submarines more accurately, so that the

USSR is not left with this second-strike
capability after its ground-based missiles
are knocked out by Trident. Although
the goal of first strike is strongly denied
by Defense Department officials, the
evidence speaks otherwise.

This switch, which had  been
surrepticiously pursued since the late
1960's relies heavily on a new fleet of
faster, quiter, deeper running
submarines, loaded with missiles
capable of knocking out an enemy's
hardened silo and thus preclude
counterattack.”

The New Zealand Connection

How then does all this super-power
rivalry affect lil' ol' Aotearoa, stuck
down here in our corner of the South
Pacific, about as far away from “all that”
as one can get? It does in a number of
ways.

The first way is that Trident is yet
another, but much more significant,
potential transgressors of the proposed
South Pacific Nuclear Weapon-free zone.
Poseidon’s missile range is 2300 nautical
miles, Trident's staggering 6,000 nautical
miles. This means Trident can range
over large areas of the Pacific ocean,
which it is programmed to do, and still
stay within range of Russian targets. The
Pacific lives less and less up to its name.

Planned Obsolescence

Poseidon, as originally deployed, (i.e.
without the new Trident missiles) was
useful only to deter first use of nuclear
arms. It hasn't the accuracy or force to
destroy targets which are hardened
against blast and radiation. On the other
hand, Poseidon would be very effective
in missions against cities and industrial
parks, whose destruction requires
neither pin-point markspersonship nor
strong blast. It meets the need for
weapons to fulfill a second strike only
policy.

And as Robert Aldridge cynieally
comments: “In that case, planned
obsolescence becomes a live factor. A
new set of guide lines is needed to
perpetuate military prestige and ensure
continuance of the easy profits enjoyed
by defense contractors. This has
conjured up new possibilities of Soviet
behaviour that would justify a new
round of strategic thinking. On January
10, 1974, then Defense Secretary
Schlesinger finally revealed that more
aggressive options had been formulated

Pacific Base

The Republic of Belau (formerly Palou)
has been chosen as the forward Trident
base in the Pacific. The Belau islands are
the western most cluster of the Caroline
group, situated about 500 miles east of
the Philippines at the southern tip of the
Phillipine Sea. It was administered by
the US under the Trust Territory of the
Pacific Islands since being captured from
the Japanese in 1944. Independence
came last year and the people
overwhelmingly voted three times to
ban nuclear weapons and military bases
from their shores. However, the U.S.
would dearly like to establish a Trident
base, airstrip, CIA training ground and
weapons storage dump, and has been
applying subtle, underhand pressure to
have the nuclear-free decision
overturned and a “Compact of free
Association” with the US signed. This
pressure included CIA agents
masquerading as tourists going door to
door to persuade locals to vote for
military bases. Belau comes within the
South  Pacific Nuclear Weapon-free
Zone, as drawn up in Fiji 1973.

ANZUS and Trident

Much closer to home, Trident affects
us because Aotearoa is a member of the
ANZUS pact so that in effect we are
party to the development of first-strike
capability, including Trident. The recent
agreement for the US supply of arms to
New Zealand “in the next war” (the
actual words!) suggests greater closeness
militarily between the two countries. It
is impossible for Aotearoa to oppose
Trident while staying within the ANZUS
pact.

The controversial “transit circle
facility” at Black Birch near Blenheim to
be built by the U.S. Navy is also linked
into the Trident nario. Ostensibly
Black Birch is for mapping Southern
hemisphere skies to improve navigation
for civilian purposes. But all is not as it
appears. A recent undated information
sheet titled “U.S. Naval observatory,
Washington D.C. its unique mission”
refers specifically to the project at Black
Birch, saying that “availability of such
observations soon is important for many
DoD uses,* particularly strategic
systems.” DoD means Department of
Defense, and “strategic systems” means
long range bombers. and ballistic
missiles.

Answer in the Stars

The point is that the U.S. military
needs to know worldwide positions of
stars 1o a far higher degree of accuracy
than do civilian navigators. They need
more accuracy in order to have long
range weapon systems deliver nuclear
warheads with high accuracy to distant
targets which cannot be seen from the
launch point. This includes Trident
missiles.

The extended range of the Trident C-3
will allow the Trident submarines to
cruise in southern hemisphere waters
and still be within range of their Soviet
targets. The multiplicity of possible
trajectories from different launch points
to different targets will require a
multitude of reference stars located in
different parts of the sky. Some of these
reference stars will have to be in the
southern hemisphere. No doubt this is a
large part of the reason why the US
Navy has become interested in plotting’
southern hemisphere stars.

No Trident, No Nukes!
Aotearoans should be concerned
about Trident most importantly because
it is an integral part of the US first-strike
capability which increases the liklihood
of nuclear war. But also because it
escalates military activity in the Pacific
and will violate a potential weapon-free
zone, because it is prompting the
bullving of 14,000 Belau islanders,
because as a member of ANZUS we are
implicated and because an installation at
Black Birch will aid Trident navigation.

NZ Victors in
Pulsating Test

The prophets of doom who voiced

their concern for New Zealand's
prospec after New Zealand's

humiliating loss in the one day series
have been vanquished! Despite the odds
the Kiwis powered to an emphatic win in
the second test thanks to a solid team
effort and inspiring play from Hadlee,
Edgar and Cairns.

Nervous Start

After the disappointment of a rained
out 1st test, both teams went-to Eden
Park in a nervous frame of mind. This
was reflected in the first day’s play when
Australia succumbed for a paltry 210
runs on what was a good wicket. The
running out of Australia’s two leading
batsmen aided what was never more
than an adequate pace attack.

New Zealand started poorly loosing
Wright and Morrison cheaply but
superb middle order batting saw New
Zealand through to a 177 run lead on the
first innings. Bruce Edgar’s 3rd test
century was a model of dedication, and
when he departed for 161 he had
surpassed both his highest test and 1st
class scores. Howarth and Coney
contributed attractive half-centuries and
Hadlee’s huge six was the icing on the
innings.

Australia’s Reply

Facing a large deficit Australia
responded boldly, and its top order
batsmen looked in little trouble with
Graeme Wood scoring his 7th test ‘ton’.
At the close of the fourth day’s play
Australia led by a mere 64 runs but with
six wickets in hand, a draw seemed
likely, barring sensation.

Hadlee's Morning

So often New Zealand had looked to
Hadlee to produce something special,
and many supporters believed the
cupboard, so to speak, was now bare.
However after claiming Chappell with
his first ball, Hadlee went on to demolish
Australia, taking 4 for 14, and finishing
with 5 for 63, his 12th five wicket bag in
test cricket.

After this inspired piece of bowling
aided by ‘Mystery’ Morrison, New
Zealand held its breath. While 103 runs
was a meagre total, the public
remembered New Zealand's nerve
tingling struggle for a similar total
against the West Indies two years ago.

At 18 for 2, it seemed Carisbrook
might repeat itself and when Howarth
departed, after some cavalier strokes,
both teams held prospects of victory.

Cairns's AFternoon

Howarth instead made an inspired
change in the batting order and out
strode Lance Cairns much to the delight
of the crowd. All knew Lance was
capable of putting balls into orbit but
was this to be his day? Half an hour later
everyone had an answer, as an awesome
display of power hitting had taken New
Zealand to the brink of victory. Yardley
was reduced to putting his hands over
his face in despair, after Cairns had
blasted a huge six over mid-on in that
eventful over. Alderman next took
similar punishment and with- Bruce
Edgar chiming in with two fours the test
was won. Sadly both were dismissed
before the finish, but the momentum of
the victory innings was completed when
Hadlee hit the winning runs.

It seemed fitting that Hadlee should
conclude this memorable win by a story
book six over mid-wicket.

Rugby League
Controversy

The long running saga of availability of
New Zealand rugby league players
involved in the Sydney Club competition
has arisen. Cronulla-Sutherland recently
reaffirmed its stand not to release the
two outstanding Sorensen brothers for
the forthcoming Kiwi tour of Australia.
Certain top league administrators are
pressing for a final decision on this issue
before it erupts and jeopardises the tour.
Auckland League chief George Rainey is
quoted as saying “The knives are out on
this one”.

Is it so unreasonable to expect our best
players to be released not for a month
long tour but merely for two or three
afternoons? Of course, these players are
professionals and have signed contracts
stipulating club duty first, yet has the
lucrative Sydney competition become
irreconcilable with international
representation? Certainly most
Australian players seem to be able to
extract themselves from vital club
commitments.

There is the wider issue at stake, that
the pinnacle of rugby league — the test
— is to be relegated to a second class
status through selfish professional
interests. Clubs should realise that huge
salaries for players do nou fulfil their
desire to represent their country. Also, a

distinguished performance at
international level brings glory and

higher attendances to the club
concerned. It is to be hoped that existing
contracts may be re-examined and
future contracts be devised with
international interests in mind

Recently there have appeared posters
around campus advertising the World
Vision 40-hour famine to be held this
weekend. While [ certainly believe we in
this more or less affluent society are
obliged to undertake this sort of self-
denial to do a little to reduce world
poverty, | have serious doubts regarding
World Vision's activities.

\ccording to Newsweek (8 March
1982) World Vision uses its aid as an
inducement for conversions to its own
fundamentalist branch fo Christianity
Ihis has been found whereever W\
operates

Morve seriously, in Latim America
where the majority Catholic Church is
under violent and frequently
murderous attack by the governments
and armies of the area, World Vision

actually co-operates  with  these
governments  (under the claim of
neutrality’) even to the extent, in the

Honduras, of allowing the army to
interrogate and mueder two refugees
from El Salvador. The organisation also
provides the government with lists of all
refugees in their care, thus facilitating
the work of the army

It is clear that World Vision is quite
unwilling to challenge many of the
causes of poverty in the world, namely
United States-backed governments

In all fairness, I am not entirely sure of
the links of World Vision New Zealand
to the international body. Bul it seems
clear enough that many well-intentioned
people, in supporting the 40-hour
famine, will be supporting an
organisation that is quite unwilling to
work for the fundamental change (and
take the necessary risks) that alleviating
poverty will require. Other agencies,
such as Corso, seem far more effective.
