EMERGENCY

UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFIT

The Department of Social Welfare
advises that unemployment benefits
are provided for by Section 58 of the
Social Security Act 1964 which
includes a proviso precluding
entitlement to unemployment benefit if
the applicant is a full-time student.

Assistance to full time students can
however be considered by way of
emergency benefit, which is payable
on the grounds of hardship. In
considering such a benefit for a studnt
during the vacation period the policy is
to have regard to the circumstances of
the student’s parents to establish
whether hardship exists.

In addition the department expects
an applicant to meet the conditions for
payment of statutory unemployment
benefit. Briefly these are as follows:

58. Unemployment benefits —
(1) Subject to the provisions of
this Part of this Act, every person
who is over the age of 16 years
and is not qualified to receive
national superannuation shall be
entitled to an unemployment
benefit under this Part of this
Act, if the Commission is
satisfied that he-

a. isunemployed; and

b. is capable of undertaking
and is wiling to undertake
suitable work, or, is willing to
undertake suitable work and is
engaged in an employment-
related training programme
approved by the Commission for
the purposes of this section; and
c. has taken reasonable steps
to obtain suitable work; and

d. has resided continuously in
New Zealand for not less than 12
months at any time.

In terms of section 58(1)(c) of the
Act which requires that an applicant

take ' reasonable steps to obtain
suitable employment, the Social
Security Commission’s  minimum

requirement is that an applicant must
be registered for employment with the
Department of Labour and that
continuation of the benefit, once
granted, is dependent upon the
beneficiary maintaining a current
registration with that Department. In
addition, the Commission requires that
an applicant also take steps on his or
her own initiative to  obtain
employment.

Suitable work is regarded by the
Commission as that which would be
suitable in its nature, conditions, rates
and regulations and allocation. An
applicant for unemployment benefit is
expected to accept employment
carrying wages and conditions
prescribed by the current award or
industrial agreement for the particular
type of employment. The applicant
would also be expected to perform
work which he or she could reasonably
carry out and not merely be confined
to a specific area or occupation of his
or her own choice.

Where a beneficiary cannot find or is
unable to be referred to full-time
employment it is not considered
unreasonable to expect him or her to
undertake casual or intermittent work
pending a full-time employment
position.

In the event that a beneficiary
obtains a part-time position the net
earnings directly reduce the amount of
benefit that would otherwise be
payable for that week. This would not
necessarily result in cancellation of the
unemployment benefit.

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Last year Auckland-based
reggae band, Herbs, released
their debut E.P. entitled ‘Wha’s
Be Happen’. Response to the
E.P., although subdued in sales,
was favourable. Herbs" own
brand of ‘Pacific’  reggae was
recognised as a first. This year
has seen Herbs release a single
called ‘French Letter’, written
and performed as a response to
continued French nuclear
testing in the Pacific. “Most
people tend to be a little blaise
about all of this, feeling safe and
secure, ‘It couldn’t happen
here’... But Herbs are saying to
us all, that we need to stop this

now, as the French nuclear
testing... ' is right at our
backdoor”.

The following is the text of an
interview with Will llolahia,
manager of Herbs and their
recording label Warrior Records.

Canta: How did you find the response
to Herbs’ debut E.P. ‘Wha's
Be Happen’?

It went up to 40 in the national
charts... and we learnt a lot of
things about the recording
industry in New Zealand. And
it's still selling, with a bit of rub
off from the new single
‘French Letter’.

‘Wha’s Be Happen’ has just
been re-released with three
new tracks. Why did you do
this?

What happened was that
‘French Letter’ was released
for the Pacific Tour in July,
and our next album wasn’t
ready for release SO
acknowledging that in the
Islands they have cassettes we
gathered toghether all the
material available and put it on
cassette as a special Pacific
Edition. That was specifically
made for the specific Pacific
Tour.

Canta: Tell us about the new single.
Will:  When we composed the song
we called it ‘French Letter’,
and at that time we didn’t
think it would have the stupid
connotations that it has at the
moment with regards to
radioplay. Basically the song is
about a letter we wanted to
send to President Mitterand, it
is about the beauty of the
Pacific and how it is being
destroyed by the visitors from
Paris. The song says ‘gét out
of the Pacific’.
Howis it selling?
Quite well, at present we are
number eleven in the charts.
One of the reasons I'm in the
South Island is to sell the
single to the biggest island in
the Pacific, the South Island
and I've found certain
setbacks from so-called
people in the know like local
radio stations.
You mentioned (while we
were chatting) before that
someone had said that the
lack of airplay was due to the
fact that ‘French Letter” is not
a Christchurch record. Why is
‘French Letter’ a Christchurch
record, or better still, a New
Zealand record?
We've found that our music
appeals to quite a small group
of listeners, but this song is
geared to appeal to everyone
and it has - in the North Island.
We've had comments from
old people to young kids on
the streets. Even if musically
the song isn’t a Christchurch
record, the message should be
a Christchurch concern.
People in the Islands are
worried about changes in the
weather, they were saying it
was totally unnatural and
related to the bombing, and |
believe you’ve been having a
change in weather... there’s
something going on.
So your  Pacific
strengthened  the
behind the song.

Islanders and it is also about
how ‘the system’ divides us
all, like last year with the
Springboks.

Many of the songs have a very
‘earthy’ feel, for instance
‘Whistling in the Dark’ about
police street harassment. | get
the impression that Herbs are,
to be cliched, a ‘back to the
people’ band.

We are not into the star trip
that some bands go through,
like to succeed you have to
use the brewery circuit so we
set up alternatives for young
people and community
groups. We're open to the
people about gigs.

Getting back to ‘Whistling
in the Dark’, it was written by
Tony about his own
experiences but it's happened
to all of us. We've had letters
from down this way from kids
who relate to the song, they
know what the whistle means.
‘French Letter’ started as a
letter but then changed.
Because the song is going up
in the charts we believe some
people are buying it for the
words. Instead of a letter from
Herbs we want to make it a
letter from New Zealand, so
we are launching a petition
basically with the words of the
song and we'll send them to
record shops, radio stations

and organisations like the
Students’ Association.
Hopefully by the end of
October we’'ll collect the

signatures and send them to
France, and it will be even
better if we're number one at
that stage, so the protest
would be pretty powerful to
the French, ‘Get out of the
Pacific’.

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One of the mysteries of life is that
memory can often bring us closer to
each other than can physical presence.
Sometimes | find that actually being
with someone can block real intimacy.
Indeed, many disappointments and
frustrations in life are related to the fact
that seeing and touching each other
does not always create the closeness
we yearn for. Instead, intimacy seems
to thrive in the continuous interplay
between presence and absence.
Hence,. the proverb: absence makes
the heart grow fonder. In absence,
from a distance, in memory, we see
each other in a new way. We are less
distracted by each other's
idiosyncracies and are better able to
see and understand each other's inner
core. Do you find, as | often do, that
you express yourself often in letters in
a much more intimate way than when
you are actually with your loved ones? |
find I'm inclined to disguise my
intimacy when confronted with the
reality of expressing love.

But in memory we are more able to
be in touch with each other’'s spirit,
with the reality in each other which
enables an always-deepening-
communion. There is little doubt that
memory can distort, falsify and cause
selective perception. But that is only
one aspect of memory. Memory also
clarifies, purifies, brings into focus and
calls to the foreground hidden gifts.
When parents think of their children
when they have left home, or when
you remember your parents, or when
friends recall friends, lovers think of
absent lovers, it is often the very best
that is evoked and the real beauty of
the other that breaks through into
consciousness. When we remember
each other with love, we evoke each
other’s spirit and so enter into a new
intimacy, a spiritual union with each
other. At the same time, the loving
memory always makes us desire to be
in touch again, to see each other
anew, to return to the shared life to
refresh the mutuality of love. So, we
enjoy a continuous interplay of
presence and absence, purifying,
deepening and sustaining our love for
each other.

The popularity of reunions, jubilees,
centennials, etc, point to this. Next
Easter, for example, the rugby club of
our university celebrates one hundred
years of play. Hundreds of alumni will
return to reminisce, relive, exaggerate,
and rejoice in memories of our past. As
we all come to the end of this
academic year, we can glance back at
what it has brought us, what is in store
very soon and wonder at what the
future may bring. In time to come, we
may gather again in groups that have
meant much to us this year to recall, to
recapture, to reflect on those who will
be absent and to gauge what
Providence provided.

| think that among the best things
we can give each other are good
memories: kind words, signs of
affection gestures of sympathy and
empathy, peaceful silences, and joyful
reunions and celebrations. Memories
of these can save us in the midst of
confusion, fear, darkness and the
failure of examinations.

The reliving of such guiding
memories, pulsatingly fresh and blood,
carry us through dark moments and
give us hope. These memories may be
dormant normally, but in times of crisis
they often reveal their great revitalising
power. | think those of us who knew
and loved Rance Raumati, killed
recently in an accident, were helped
through our tears and grief by such
memory.

It is to these conscious and
unconscious memories that leaders
and prophets appeal to people in
moments of national crisis. Hear how
Moses guides his people: ‘Remember
how Yahweh led you out of Egypt...
follow his ways.... Do not mistreat
strangers, remember that once you
were a stranger (c.f. Exodus 22:20;
Deut. 8:2-14, 10:19). Recall how
indignant Isaiah was with “’Stir your
memories again, you sinners and
remember things long past.” (Is. 46:8-
10). Our own short history, sadly, is
thick with military events like Gallipoli,
Monte  Cassino and  Vietnam.
However, our national athletic history
encourages today’'s stars  with
repetitions of Everestic heights,

Cardiffic encounters, Snellian spurts,
Aubertian efforts, and suffragette
insistence. We are sustained by such
notable events. Television replays
highlight this fact.

This sustaining power of memory
becomes most mysteriously visible in
God’'s revelation in Jesus Christ.
Indeed, it is in memory that we enter
into a nurturing and sustaining
relationship with Christ as in Word and
Eucharist. In his farewell discourse to
his disciples: “It is for your own good
that | am going, because unless | go,
the Advocate will not come to you...
But when the Spirit of Truth comes, he
will lad you to the complete truth”
(John 16:7,13). Here Jesus reveals to
his closest friends that only in memory
will real intimacy with him be possible,
that only in memory will they
experience the full rneaning of what
they witnessed.

They listened to his words, they saw
him on Mount Tabor, they heard him
speak about his death and
resurrection, but their ears and eyes
remained closed and they did not
understand. The Spirit, his spirit, had
not yet come and although they saw
and heard, smelled and touched him,
they remained distant - although the
beloved and faithful John seems to
have understood a little and writes
about it. But only later when he was
gone could his true Spirit reveal itself
to them. In his absence a new and
more intimate presence became
possible, a presence which nurtured
and sustained in the midst of
tribulation and which created the
desire to see him again. The great
mystery of the divine revelation, as |
perceive and try to live it, is that God
entered into intimacy with us not only
by his Son’s coming but also by his
leaving. Indeed, it is in Christ's
absence that our intimacy with him is
so profound that we can say he dwells
in us, call him our food and drink,
consume him in what the Bible calls
‘his flesh and blood’, and experience
him as the centre of our being.

That this is far from a theoretical
idea becomes clear in the lives of folk
like Dietrich Bonhoeffer and Max

Kolbe (both honoured recently by the
Pope and Archbishop of Canterbury)
who, while in Nazi prisons waiting for
death, experienced Christ’s presence
in the midst of his absence and
presented the sacrificial offering of
their lives for others. Bonhoeffer
writes: ““The God who is with us is the
God for forsakes us (Mark 15:34)...
Before God and with God we live
without God.”

Thus the memory of Jesus Christ is
much more than the bringing to mind
of past redemptive events. It is a life-
giving memory, a memory which
sustains and nurtures us here and now
and so gives us a real sense of being
rooted amidst the many crises of daily
life.

You have been patient to have read
so far!

| have written at length to-day
because it may be the last time | have
an opportunity of telling you how
much | have enjoyed being with you
here at this University. We both may
be leaving and if so, then it is ‘good
that we go’ but long may the memory
of our being together here in this place
linger, delight, tinge itself with the
anticipation of a new presence. My
hope for us all is that the truth and
beauty, the youth and love, the hopes
and altruistic aspirations of so many
will be realised and that all will come to
a knowledge of the Fullness of This.
May my ‘boody-bye’ be its extended
‘God be wi’ ye’'. Please remember me
in your prayer. Thank you not only for
reading this but for your
encouragement and willingness to
share your lives with mine. | hope you
experience deserving results in your
exams, now and always.
