Hardship Grants are getting harder to get at a time when students 

need more and not less money. The following article has been prepared.by 
students at Waikato University as a guide to students applying for the 
Hardship Grant. It is reprinted here as a service to Canterbury students, 
and contains a question by question guide to the application forms. 

The twenty-three dollar per week Tertiary Study Grant is clearly 
inadequate. All students are urged to apply. You have nothing to lose, and 
even the miserly extra amount of up to twenty dollars a week you might 
get could mean the difference between surviving the year or having to 
drop out due to financial pressure. Good luck! 

First the warnings 
I Section 246 Crimes Act states: 

246. Obtaining by false pretence-{!) 
Every one is liable to imprisonment for a 
term not exceeding 7 years who, with 
intent to defraud or cause loss to any 
person by any false pretence, causes or 
induces any person to execute, make, 
accept, endorse, or destroy the whole or 
any part of any valuable security, or to 
write, impress, or affix any name or seal 
on any document in order that it may 
afterwarads be made to converted into or 
used or dealt with as a valuable security. 

(2) Every one who, with intent to 
defraud by any false pretence, either 
directly or through the medium of any 
contract obtained by the false pretence, 
obtains possession of or title to .anything 
capable of being stolen, or procures 
anything capable of being stolen to be 
delivered to any person other than 
himself, is liable-

III Where a student has made 
inadequate effort to help himself the 
Hardship Grant may be reduced by $5 
per week. 

Now the Good News 
What is lying? 
• Well if you say you haven't got 
something in the bank and later it is 
discovered you have, then you may be in 
trouble. However if you say you DO have 
something, such as $500 in the bank 
when you don't actually have it then 
you're probably safe. "Intent" and 
estimation is not lying either - the 
amount of your tax return is an 
ESTIMATION only so you cannot be 
criticised for that. Also anticipated 
income is unknown - if you do not 
intend to get part-time work then DON'T 
say you do. A full-time course at 
University is just that - FULL-TIME 
and you are not expected to do part-time 
work to support yourself. 

•If your circumstances materially alter 
during the year such that your bursary 
entitlement would be affected up or 
down, you are obliged to notify the 
registrar. Once you have notified him 
your obligation ceases. The Education 
Department has stated: 

Reassessments will NOT be made 
except on the basis of a significant 
change in circumstances. (This 
means that cost increases of the 
order of less than $5 will not be 
considered.) 

Obviously you are better off if you have 
under estimated your income and over 
estimated your costs than the other way

11-18 No great difficulty here, simply 

longer degrees may get higher 
hardship grants than shorter degrees, 
because your assets such as a car are 
divided by the number of years of 
your degree. 

Financial Circumstances 
The crunch catch 22 section. 

19,20 Anything you put down in these 
2 questions comes off hardship. In 
other words those who work hard 
and get scholarships are eff ecttvely 

penalised. If you do not know what 
income you will get then 
underestimate it. I.E. If you haven't 
got it yet you don't know. You may 
notkeep that part-time job all year, 
your parents may not give you that 
$100. As stated before if you income 
rises above the expected level you can 
notify the registrar. 

NB.Q20 covers the academic year 
only, make sure you list income for 
31 weeks and not the full 52. Income 
from the May and August vacations 
does not count and should not be 
included. Remember support from 
your parents will be counted as in the 
scale in question 6 even if you do not 
actually receive such support: 

21 Do you know your gross earnings? If 
you don't know exactly then estimate 
but put 'approx.' beside your figure. If 
you haven't kept your pay slips, heres 
an approximate guide to help you. 
Weekly Gross x Number of weeks 
worked will give you Gross Earnings.

Savings should be approximately ½ of 
your gross income and preferably $500 as 
a minimum. If they are less you will have 
to justify why not. If you live at home 
:you will be expected to save more as the 
Education Department expects your 
parents to give you free board!! If you 
went over~eas for the holidays or bought 
'unnecessary' items such as a car you will 

not get a favourable response. Likewise if 
you took more than two weeks holiday. 
Unemployment is not a holiday but you 
will be expected to provide evidence of 
having looked for work. 

You will have to' fill in a form answer 
questions such as; Did you register at 
Labour Department and when? Were you 
on SCSP and for how many days? List 
employers you approached for a job but 
were declined. Days of full-time 
employment, part-time employment and 
rates of pay. Did you go away from your 
hometown to look for work? 

Income Tax - All students now pay a 
minimum of 15c in the dollar tax. You 
will not get more than ½ your tax back 
so don't put your entire tax payment 
down as a refund. Underestimate the 
refund and put 'approx.' beside the figure. 
The interviewer will help you work this 
out if you can't. The Department of 
Education cannot correct this figure if it 
is too high. Some students in 1980 over 
estimated by $200 or more! 

Vacation earnings impaired - The most 
common reason this year will be 
unemployment, hence the reason you 
must attempt to justify your 
unemployment. If you wanted work but 
couldn't get it then your vacation 
earnings were impaired. If you took a 
month off then your earnings are not 
'impaired' and you will not be considered 
to have worked hard enough and your 
hardship grant will suffer accordingly. ·u 
your employer closed for 2-3 weeks at 
Christmas and you were not paid make 
sure you put it on the form. there are 
other reasons for impairment of earnings 
such as sickness - talk to your 
interview.!'" about them. 

Savings impaired - If you answer YPS 
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strikes back 
round. Do not lie but as long as you 
notify the rygistrar of any changes you 
are in the clear. It is far easier to apply for 
a reduction in the bursary than it is to 
starve while you apply for an increase. 
(At least 3-4 weeks if not more last year.) 

the • m<!,gic figure in calculating 
bur~aries is 37 weeks. This is the length of 
time you ·get the basic $23 for, and it 
includes the May and August vacations 
and examinations. The hardship grant is 
on top of that for the full 37 weeks and 
will range from nothing up to the full $20 
week. 

The other catch call with the 
application is 'reasonable'. If your claim is 
reasonable then it will be accepted, if it is 
not you will get a reduced grant or have 
to explain your position at LENGTH. 
The catch here is that YOUR reasons 
may not be accepted by the Dept. . of 
Education and so you may miss out. It is 
far easier to quote 'reasonable' figures 
which you don't have to try and justify 
than to give 'unreas9nable' ones that you 
do have to justify. If what you consider to 
be reasonable is not considered 
reasonable by the Education Department 
than you may suffer the $5 per week 
reduction of Hardship Grant._ 

The following guide to filling out your 
form has been done with this in mind. It is 
a guide only and not a final directive -
you are NOT encouraged to make false 
statements, our concern is that you do 
not over-represent your own position and 
therefore suffer unfairly as a result! The 
guide gives a hypothetical case bases on 

an expe_!"ience of student life, it is not an 
'ac.:tual' ~ase. 

The form used is E6/8 for under 20's 
but it is similar enough to E6/8b that you 
should be able to follow it. Married and 
de facto students must complete E6/8a 
and should talk to a Tertiary Grants 
Officer before doing so. • 

Keep a copy of your application! 
Don't think just because you got 

hardship last year you will automatically 
get it this year either! 

Once you have completed your form, 
go to the Registry. Interviews will be 
conducted on the second floor of the 
Registry in the Fees and Bursaries 
section. Interviewers should be helpful. 
Their job is to get the best possible 
application into the department for you. 
All applications are sent to the 
Department of Education in Wellington 
to be processed. 

Remember one thing. Even if you get 
the full hardship you are still getting less 
than you deserve. Bursaries, ·or study 
grants have not kept pace with inflation, 
and savage cuts to the financing of 
students have been made. Get what you 
can.

to hardship grants 
here prepare to battle. Almost anything 
you spend money on will be 
unacceptable. If you spent money 
inappropriately then your headship willbe 
cut possibly by $5 a week or more. There 
is a trade off between what vacation 
earnings you spent and what you spend 
during the term - you can't do both. For 
example you can't spend a great amount 
on holiday earnings on clothes and claim 
a great amount for clothes as in term 
expenses as well. The magic word 
'reasonable' strikes again here. Clothes 
should cost at least $200 a year. Don't go 
overseas, don't buy a car or stereo or 
other luxuries. If you bought something 
unnecessary then sell it and put the 
money back into your savings. As 
previously stated if your savings are at 
least ½ of your gross income for the 
holiday period than you can answer NO 
to the question and therefore not have to 
give reasosns. 

Vacation expenditure - Students are 
expected by the Minister of Education to 
deprive themselves as long as they are a 
student. Your vacation expenditure 
sho~ld not be much higher than that 
durmg term time. If . you thought you 
c~uld have a spend up at Christmas and 
still get hardship next year then forget it! 
Expenses here must again be 'reasonable'. 
What that means if for you to decide and 
the . Education Department to judge! 
~?_hdays_ should be 'cheap' - don't go to 
F1J1. Holidays are for two weeks only, if 
unemployed for 6 weeks don't take that 
as a holiday, take 2 weeks off and spend 
the rest of the time looking for work! 
~emember that the $5 penalty will apply 
if the Education Department decides you 
spent money 'inappropriately'. 

24. Only list here what you have not 
already l_isted. Again money 
declared here comes off hardship. 

25. if you own a vehicle the value will be 
divided by the number of years of 
your degree remaining and treated as 
income for each year e.g. if this is 
your first year of a B.Soc. Sci. and 
you have a car worth $900 then it 
will be treated as part of your income 
to the tune of $300 each year. Here is 
one place it doesn't pay to O\'er-vatue 
y'our car, get a car dealers' price (i.e. 
what he/she would pay you) and use 
that. The Education Department can 
do the same thing so don't be stupid 
about it! 

26. If you can come up with a good 
reason as to why your car is essential 
it will help. There is no known reason 
that the Education Department 
accepts. If you are physically 
handicapped is probably one. 

27. If you have something you think is 
worth over $500 to sell get 'it priced. 
You may think your stereo is worth a · 
lot" until you come to sell it. Assets as· 
far as the Education Department is 
studies if necessary so only the value 
of what you can actually get is 
relevant. If no individual possession 
of yours is worth over $500 to sell put 
N/A in this section. 

Anticipated Expen~iture 

Here's where you get your hardship. 
Remember if the Education 
Department thinks any of your 
expenses are 'too high' they w~ll cut 
them down before working out the 
hardship you are entitled to. 

28 hostel Fee - $48, no claim for 
heating, lighting, telephone. Food is 
supplied so you won't get much there 
either. 

Rent - In Hamilton should be 
between $15 and $23 a week per 
person in a mixed flat. If more you 
might be getting into the 'luxury' 
area. 

Food - Will cost at least $10 a week 
or more, if you think its less you're 
either going to starve or you're 
dreaming. 

Transport Cost - Find out exactly 
what the bus fare is from your flatto . 
varsity. 

Heating, Lighting, Telephone -
Depends on numbers in the flat. 
Power for 4 or 2 months is $60 and 
up depending on how much electric 
heating you use.Telephone is $24 for 
2 months. If you have a fire get a 
quote for firewood or coai. 

Personal - Things like pocket 
money, toiletries, entertainment etc. 
Everybody is different, the Education 
Department here too expect it to be 
'cheaper' than if you were working. -
Claim an amount you think is 
reasonable. 

Other - Anything else you can 
think of, preferrably essential. 

29 This section lists your expenses for 
the whole year, not just weekly 
amounts. Make sure you include 
ALL your expenses not covered by 
question 28 as this affects the level of 
your hardship grant., 

Tuition Fees - Claim your actual 
fees which will be at least $45. 

Students' Association - $53. 

Medical - You can expect to spend 
at least $50 on medical matters in the 
year, and if you have glasses then you 
could spend a $100 or more. The 
student health insurance fee is $10. 

_Field Trips - See the dept. that you 
have to do the field trips for. 

Other Course Related Fees -
Consult interviewer, or better still ask 
students who have already done the 
course. 

Text Books - You don't know what 
these will be but expect to spend at 
least $150. Ask your interviewer 
about costs for YOUR course. Put a 
figure with an 'approx.' beside it. 
Estimate high rather than low. 

Travel Costs - Get an exact note for 
public transport, add on 20% for 
inflation during the year. 

Clothes - What you think is 
reasonable as long as you don't spend 
lots of vacation money on them (you 
can expect to spend at least $200 a 
year on clothes) - claim for what 
you need. 

Other - Everything else you need. 
You are expected to do some things 
other than study - just not very 
much.

The film's plot is basically nothing 
new. Certain delightful tiwsts stamp it 
as something just a little bit more than 
simply another contribution to that 
overdone genre of the car chase film. 
The hero isn't a tough looking sex 
symbol, as in American counterparts 
nor does he ride off into the sunset and 
eternal euphoric bliss at the end of the 
film stealing women's hearts as he 
goes, and shooting bad guys. Far from 
it_. As Murphy says, there is a rough

It seems 
that people everywhere are drawn like 
flies to the Bexley tip to see cars going 
like hell, smashing into each other and 
performing crazy stunts. This kind of 
goulish satisfaction in watching 
maimings, explosions and collisions 
has after all been enshrined immortally 
by our national sport, rugby. For a 
film which has overseas standards such 
as a low budget, PORT PIE certainly 

provides all the goods. 
National pride is also involved in the 

films run away success here. It seems 
at last that New Zealanders have 
produced, written, directed, financed 
and distributed a film that is footing it 
overseas. The crowds throng in to 
satisfy curiousities and wallow in the 
film's escapist delights, proudly guilty 
by association. Murphy can also thank 
his ad-men for a superlative pre-release 
buiJd up to the film's screening, with 
extensive advertising in all medias. 

My overall impression was that the 
mix of slapstick light-hearted 
entertainment with the philosophical 
messages was one that didn't quite 
work for me. Not a great film by any 
means, but certainly worth a look.
