UCSA 
Afforestation 
Project 
The Afforestation Project involved the 

establishment of a forest on the lower 
slopes of Mt Hutt by the Students' 
Assn. The main purpose of the project 
being as a long term investment (major 
returns won't be for another 20-25 
years) to provide capital for the 11am 
extensions and other projects. More 
immediate financial returns can be got 
by using the land for grazing and 
cropping in conjunction with forestry or 
by mortgaging or selling the trees before 
they are ready for milling which would 
not reap the best dividends. 

The idea of the Students' Association 
establishing a forest originated with Fred 
Baird ·in 1969. The local conservator 
called for tenders for afforestation of a 
block of 238 hectares of Crown Land on 
Mt Hutt in mid 1970, the Stud. Ass. 
proposals were accepted late 1970 and 
the first Afforestation Committee was 
set up in 1971. The road, firebreaks, hut 
(now Lyall Holmes Lodge) and power 
lines were completed by the start of the 
first term in 1972. The first plantings 
began in July 1972 involving half a 
dozen clubs and the planting of 42,000 
trees on 17.8 hectares. 

Planting was completed in 1978. _ 
Species composition primarily being 
Pinus radiata but also including Douglas 
Fir, Larch and some other mixed 
species. Some amenity planting and 
landscaping s~ill remains to be carried 
out in the immediate area surrounding 
the lodge. 

The students from .Judo, Lab.our, 
Biosoc, S.C.M., Cano!:!, Christian 
Union, Forsoc, Tramping, H.A.R.T., 
Newman Society, Fijian, C.M.S.A., 
Scott's Crrek Forest Club, Friends of the 
Forest and a number of other clubs and 
individuals have put in many thousands 
of hours over the years in the initial 
planting and establishment of the forest 
as well as its continued maintenance. 

Managemen.t 
At present the Afforestation Project is 

managed by the Afforestation 
Committee consisting of the President 
and Finance Officer of the Association, 
members of the Executive including the 
Afforestation Officer and one other 
member and the three members of the 
Afforestation Work Committee. It is the 
job of the Work Committee consisting of 
the Project Manager and two Assistant 
Managers to carry out the day to day 
running of the Project. Work to date has 
·been carried out under close 
consultation with the N .Z. Forest 
Service and with a forest consultant in 
Ashburton. The forest is run under the 
Forestry Encouragell)ent Grant Scheme 
as a small woodlot and thus all forestry 
related work done and paid for by us 
becomes subsidised and later 
reimbursed by the government. 

Recreation 
One of the . stated objects of 

management of the forestry scheme is 
to provide a recreational outlet for 
University students. Since financial 
returns - will not be immediate the first 
main return to students will be in 
recreational benefits. 

Lyall Holmes Lodge is located in a 
sheltered valley at 760 metres 
overlooking Canterbury Plains with a 
small stream and an area of native bush 
within 200 metres of the lodge. 

Types of future active recreation 
include: 
1. Walking, tramping, climbing, from 

walking through native bush to 
climbing the local mountain peaks 
the prospects are excellent. 

2. Skiing, Mt Hutt skifield is 10km 
above the forest or the alternate 
field of Porter Heights is about a one 
hour drive via the Lake Coleridge 
zig-zag road. 

3. Ice skating, Lake Ida is situated 
about 40km from the lodge. 

4. Fishing, good fishing is available in 
the Rakaia and Ashburton Rivers 
nearby. 

5. Shooting, this form of recreation is 
under the control of the N.Z. Forest 
Service.

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6. Other activities such as car rallies, 
horse riding, canoeing, harriers and 
so on could use the resources and 
facilities of the area to varying 
extents. 

7. The Methven township has two 
public houses which are only 13km 
from the lodge. 

Student visitors are accommodated in 
the Lyall Holmes Lodge. This very good 
lodging has three bunk rooms of ten 
beds each, a modern "kitchen, lounge, 
washrooms, and toilets with hot and 
cold showers, a drying room, wash 
house and workshop. 

The lodge is situated 103km or about 
one and a half hours drive from 
Christchurch. The road's relatively flat 
and sealed ·and the area is readily 
accessible throughout the-year. Turn-off 
to the lodge is at the base of Mt Hutt to 
the right of the toll-gate. 

Afforestation Programme '82. 
To date this year all the planned work 

has been carried out. Several areas still 
remain to Pe low pruned, some thinning 
of was_te and release cutting is req·uired 
to be done. This work will have to be 
postponed until summer because of the 
harsh working conditions which winter 
brings to the area.

On the 1 0th of this month I attended 

the 'Women and Racism' forum. I had 
vainly hoped for some incisive and 
productive debate. 
I am sad to say that any valuable 

points made by Ripeka and Peta were 
smothered by a plethora !If 
unconstructive abuse and snide 
comments. 

In stark contrast with the highly 
successful forums of Ali Kazak's recent 
Iour, anyone who seemed at aU 
antagonistic towards the two speakers 
was written off as a "white 
supremacist" or a "white, middle-class, 
male supremacist", whichever label 
could be wielded. 

frankly I cannot fathom why speakers• 
at a UCSA forum would want to waste 
!heir energies creating enemies amongst 
!hose they supposedly wish to convert. 
Constant ego-tripping allusions to 
"certain left-wing student groups" also 
did little to convert potential allies. • 

My major concern however is that 
many important questions were fobbed 
off with comments such as "I think you 
already know the answer to your own 
1uestion". This did not help anybody 
come to a better understanding of what 
was meant by such terms as "Maori 
sovereignty". 
I understand that at the Victoria 

University foruni a question was asked 
as to the possibility of the small black 
population in New Zealand overthrowing 
the dominant European society: The 
response was along the lines that the 
minority in South Africa had been able to 
do it - why not here? Perhaps this -is 
what Ripeka means by "Maori 
sovereignty". 

Why did she not clarify this point 
instead of avoiding the question by 
replying that w·anting answers was a 
"white" concept. 
I suspect that a clearer explanation of 

Ripeka and Petas' theories would have 
lurther alienated many people. 

The 'middle-class guilt trip' which 
appeared to work medicine show magic 
on certain members of the audience left 
ma_ny more rightly bewildered and 
d1s1llusioned. 

The only consolation is that the dead­
end theories partly expounded at the 
lorum have a very limited following. 
I hope that students at Canterbury will 

realise this and continue the fight 
against racism despite the damage 
which this tour has done.

Venceremos! 
Dear Roger, 
Congratulations go to W. A. Newman 

(Canta, June 9) for "knowing something 
of El Salvador". Could I help to open the 
other eye? Proximity to home is no 
excuse for U.S. excesses· in Central 
America. Soviet action in Afganistan 
could be justified on the same ground. 

The disturbing thing about the 
protection of American interests in 
Central America is that these contradict 
.the aspirations of the Latil'! American 
people very frequently. Guatemala 
(1954), ~ay of Pigs (Cuba, 19611, 
Panama ( 1964) and Dominican Republic 
(1965) are all cases of U.S. Latin 
American military adventures 
documented in White House papers. Of 
course U.S. companies .are ubiquitous, I 
would recommend a cast study of the 
United Fruit Company in Guatemala as 
exampling their magnaminity. 

The current' propping up of El 
Salvador's ailing and vicious junta is 
another imperialist venture. Does W. 
A.Newman really want to suggest that 
the International Red Cross, Amnesty 
Intl. The Salvadorean Catholic Church 
and former U.S. Ambassador Robert 
White are all liars? 

Does W. A. Newman know of Roberto 
d' Aubuisson, the president of the 
Constituent Assembly of El Salvador, 
who recently said to the Mexican paper 
'El Dia' "You Germans were very 
intelligent. You realised that the Jews 
were responsible for the spread of 
Communism, and you began to kill 
them."

Clutha Corrections 
I am writing to correct a statement 

that I made in last week's article on the 
Clutha Dam and the overall energy 
debate. 

In my article I -claimed that the 
government was planning to implement 
the National development Act so that 
the Clyde dam could proceed. 

This was in fact incorrect. The 
government, has many choices open to 
them. They could: 
1. Take the decision back to the 
planning tribunal; or 
2. Appeal against the high court decision 
that the dam should not proceed; or 
3. Declare the river of National 
Importance through the Water and Soil 
Conservation Act ( 19671; or 
4. Use the National Development Act; or 
5. Pass special empowering legislation 
so that the dam may proceed. 

The special empowering legislation is 
in fact the option that the government is 
seeking. In three week's time when 
Parliament meets if a majority votes in 
favour -0f the special legislation, then the 
dam will be able to proceed and there 
will be absolutely no way for the people 
of New Zealand to fight this decision. 

This is a prime example of the 
Government passing laws to suit their 
own vested interests. 

It's still three weeks before Parliament 
meets and due to the low majority that 
the government has in the house, and 
the few liberals in the National party, 
the legislation could be stopped, and the 
Clutha saved.

David 
Copeland as a sour Italian 
musician was both comic and 
threatening, almost as single 
minded in his wish to remove 
Mozart as Salieri was. Tony 
Walven played a noble who 
endeavours to save Mozart 
from himself but finding he 
can not delivers a shattering 
speech that casts final gloom 
on Mozart's end . Geoffrey 
Heath as Joseph II provides 
much of the comedy, "fakes 
and fireworks, we'll have fakes 
and fireworks". But at the end 
his comic incompetence 
becomes hopelessly 
ineffectual, the fouxal 
blunderer, he steps outside as 
Mozart is propelled to his fate. 
The rest of the case in the 
"minor" roles all performed 
very very well. 

The success of Amadeus 
was in no small part due to the­
set, lighting and sound. 
Mozart's music swelled and 
filled· the theatre hauntingly, 
while the lighting pulsed and 
flashed in the climaxic scenes 
very effectively. Once Salieri 
·was transformed into a spectre 
while all else was dark, and 
then slowly faded to nothing. 
It was as though we were 
fading with him . The Court is 
small which must limit the 
complexity of the sets, a 
problem when you have to 
recreate a studio, palace, 
pauper's house, music hall all 
in the same place. To a large 
extent this was done with a 
curtain which dropped over 
golden reflecting wall upstage, 
very simple but very striking. 

Stuart Devenie must be con­
gratulated, a play is always 

the sum of its parts, and for 
this play the whole came 
together in a perfect fit. The 
tragic end was worked from a 
comic beginning. It was 
rivetting stuff that had the 
audience pinned to their 'seats 
and rightfully generous in their 
applause.

W ith a " Cast of 
thousands" in the Ngaio 

Marsh Theatre, June 24, 25, 
26. 

It is the year 50 B.C. and 
the Gaulish village of 
Circumflex the Gaul is bored . 
To the rescue comes Miss Big 
M (?) who stimulates some 
interest amongst the men folk. 
The women are outraged but it 
is decided to help Miss Big M 
to rescue her queen, Britannia! 
The gallant band of Obelix, 
Circumflex and Getafix embark 
on a ship for Rome, .where 
they encounter a Russian 
galley intent on rape and 
pillage. After a fierce battle our 
heros and Britannia's 
handmaiden (nee Miss Big 
M[?]) make it to Rome in time 

. for a spectacular orgy. 
Britannia is found, but she is 
still looking for what? For the 
Holy Bit, which is invisible 
hence Circumflex Getsabit? 
God knows and it's probably 
o_nly him or her that cares. 

This show is not about 
belief. So the first thing you 
do if you haven't seen one of 
the Musoc productions before 
and are prepared for it is to 
suspend disbelief. These 
shows are like the Hollywood 
musicals of the 1930;s, they 
try desperately to cheer up a 
depressed population. And this 
one succeeds. It does that by 
a number of wonderous 
contrivances. First is the set 
and costuming, a Gaulish 
village, two galleys and Roman 
Triclinium all on the same 
show, wow! Thank you 
Andrew Sewell and the others. 
How did you manage to make 
that statue flash its eyes and 
send the top off its head? 
There is what looks like the 
Soviet soccer team, an entire 
Roman Legion, a slave crew 
and Gaulish village. They all 
look the part. 

The orchestra played well, if 
sometimes a little to loudly on 
the wind section : Particularly 
good were the bass and piano 
during the break between 
scenes one and two . Tom 
Rainey conducted and also 
wrote most of the music, he 
was obviously holding the 
show together a lot of the 
time_. 

0 f the principals, Alan 
Doak, David Round, Tim 

Allan and Nicki Reece turned 
in good performances. Julie 
Billens portrayed a wonderful 
"Bacteria"! The rest of the 
cast did well as a group 
though sometimes the words 
were lost in the general 
hoop-la of the whole thing. 

The main thing in a Musoc 
production has to be the 
Music, and it must largely 
stand or fall on that. Most of 
the t ime it was standing 
straight and tall , but it seemed 
that occasionally the full 
potential of the songs was lost 
through failure to project the 
words. Outstanding songs 
were the Merchants song, 
Males deserve supremacy and 
adoption of "Hungarian 
Rhapsody" by Queen by 
banging a couple of nails 
through it. There are some 
delightful lines in the songs, 
"Honey, honey, honey bunch, 
coochey, coochey-coochey pie 
you cut me up" should have 
you rolling in the aisles. 

The dialogue linking the 
songs have some good lines, 
the Roman Emperor declares 
that crucifixion makes them a 
little cross. But if you want to 
hear any more you'll have to 
go yourselves. _ 

I won't deceive you though, 
there is some terrible acting, 

dialogue often failed to flow, 
the prompt was in action a 
few times. It was far from 
perfect. But to say that and no 
more would be to miss the 
point. It was a first night 
performance with all the 
nerves that that entails. The 
house was nearly empty 
though appreciative . Things 
went wrong. The fact is 
though, that the show always 
recovered, surging from one 
disaster to the next but always 
on an upward path_ A show 
like this can only get better, 
and it will get better as 
performers gain confidence. 
The key to it is fun, with a 
capital F. If the audience looks 
for the fun in it then it will 
become another dazzling 
Musoc triumph. 

This is a superb example of 
bailing twine and No. 8 
ingenuity winning through .

Clash 
Combat Rock 
(CBS) 

There have been times ... 
that first album, "Complete 

Control", huge tracts of 
"London Calling" and 
"Sandinista", onstage in 
Christchurch and in "Rude 
Boy" ... there have been times 
when I have cared more 
passionately for the Clash than 
I have for any other band that 
ever was, with the sole 
exception, perhaps, of the 
Enemy-Toy Love. 

That faith has been severely 
tested, however, by this first 
half of 1982. Severely tested 
by 'Radio Clash' and its 
dullness, the bands backstage 
demeanour and attitude here 
the embarrassing non-concert 
segments of "Rude Boy" and 

. now, regrettably, too much of 
"Combat Rock", the fifth 
Clash Album . 

"London Calling" and 
"Sandinista" spread 
themselves over a total of ten 
sides and two and a half 
hour~. They ~eld gems aplenty 
but side by side with duds and 
throwaways. Where it might 
have been expected that 
"Combat Rock" would 
represent a concentrated dose 
of those glories without the 
padding through its two sides 
an? forty five minutes, all that 
arrived was a half better than 
average-half mediocre album. 

Certainly the album is not 
without its highlights, but 
equ~lly so there are too many 
tracks that never get off the 
ground, and they are in 
evidence from the word go. 
"Know Your Rights" the 
albums opener is the Clash at 
their most "political" . Those 
rights number three: the right 
to free speech (as long as you 
don't use it), the right to food 
m~:mey (as long as you don't . 
mmd the humiliation of means 
t~sting) and the right not to be 
killed (unless by a policeman). 
But where the music should 

ijl!t once again the music lets 
it down and the awkward 
vocals and lack of clear 
structure let _it slicte away . 

The Clash have never 
successfully mastered 
tendrness but "Straight to 
Hell" the closer on side one is 
restrained and evocative in its 
treatment of among other 
t~ings the closing days of 
Vietnam. Strummers vocal is 
mercifully free of an irritating 
tendency toyvards 
overpronunciation that is 
evident elsewhere, and the 
percussion carries the track 
gently to its conclusion. 

"Overpowered by Funk" 
takes a dig at that genre but is

With a population of about 3 million in a 
territory less than half the size of 
Canterbury, the number of casualties, 
displaced persons and destruction of 
property in Lebanon illustrates the 
devastating effects of Israel's military 
invasion. We specifically appeal for 
medical volunteers, medical supplies and 
financial aid.
